On May 15, the City Council
approved a new fireworks restric-
tion boundary for Farmington,
which is effective during firework
discharge dates of July 1—7 and
July 21—27. This new boundary
is less restrictive than the previous
boundary established in 2005, thus
allowing more residents to legally
discharge fireworks. Residents
located west of the area blocked
in red on the map may legally
discharge fireworks; however, it

is recommended that all residents
utilize city parks located west of
the restricted areas when pos-
sible. No discharge of fireworks is
allowed in Woodland Park due to
the high fuel load.

The fire department also plans to
increase its staffing level during
the 14 days of permitted firework
discharge. During this period,
uniformed fire personnel will be
out and about providing door-
to-door educational visits within
high-hazard areas of the city. If you

Wildlife Awareness and Safety Tips

Farmington’s hiking trails and open spaces are home to an abundance
of wildlife that includes black bear, coyotes, cougars, snakes, elk, moose,
and mule deer. Here are a few tips to avoid conflicts with wildlife and

enjoy your outdoor experience.

Camp, Hike, & Recreate Responsibly:

Never approach, try to touch, or feed
wildlife

Stay alert at dawn and dusk, when
wildlife is more active

Stay on designated trails
Always hike or jog with a companion

Make noise, like talking or whistling, to
alert wildlife to your presence

Keep dogs leashed, especially on trails

Do not let your dogs chase or “play”
with wildlife

Be extra cautious around wildlife and
their young

Keep a clean odor free campsite
Do not put trash in the fire pit

Stay away from animal carcasses. They
could be kills that are being guarded

If You Encounter Wildlife:

Stay calm, do not run
Pick up small children and pets

Be as big and as loud as possible;
shout in a loud authoritative voice

Stomp your feet, clap, yell, and wave
your arms

Throw sticks or rocks at the animal if it
approaches you

Always give the animal a clear escape
route. Do not crowd the animal

Do not turn your back; face the animal
and back away slowly

If attacked, fight back

Listen for rattlesnakes and if you come
across one, back away slowly

If a moose attacks, curl up in a ball and
protect your head until it retreats

JACK ANDERSON

CATCHING HOLD OF SOMETHING IRREPLACEABLE:
THE STORIES OF PEOPLE WHOSE LIVES ARE INTERTWINED WITH THE HISTORY OF FARMINGTON

Life is a study in contrasts. The silver
light of dawn deepens into evening
shadows. Two children kick a

rock along the lane in Farmington
Cemetery while their parents stand
silent beside a recent grave. An
aging grandfather bends to hold
the hand of his grandson. Big and
little. Up and down. Old and new.

Jack Anderson, a 16-year-old
Farmington resident and Eagle
Scout candidate, has captured one
of the contrasts that defines our
city’s evolving culture: the dif-
ference between young and old.
That contrast emerges beautifully
in “A Look Back,” a compilation
of interviews Jack conducted with
seventeen of Farmington’s lifelong
or near-lifelong residents.

Jack recently attended his first
prom. He has nearly completed a
driver’s education course that will
free him to begin exploring the

world in the way only a licensed
driver can. He has excellent grades
and through devoted practice is
becoming an accomplished pianist
and violist. Jack is young. Jack is
just beginning.

But rather than plunging forward,
Jack has spent the last year of his
life looking back. After thinking a
long while about how to complete
his Eagle Scout project, Jack de-
cided to do something lasting, to
catch hold of something irreplace-
able: the stories of people whose
lives are so intertwined with the
history of Farmington as to be
inseparable from it. And after a
year of listening to his elders in a
way only a rare few teenagers do,
Jack realizes his project was really
a privilege.

“We typed up exactly what they
said,” Jack explains. “Their lives
were a lot simpler, a lot slower.

Ours are short and fast. I'm glad
I got to go out there and meet all
those people.”

Jack is part of a generation of teens
social psychologists have dubbed
“Generation Me.” Psychological
researchers Sara Konrath and Ed
O’Brien have described American
teens as “one of the most self-
centered, narcissistic, competitive,
confident and individualistic in
recent history... It's not surprising
that this growing emphasis on the
self is accompanied by a corre-
sponding devaluing of others.”

Jack stands in stark contrast. Hav-
ing devoted the past year of his life
to others, he now wants to share
what he has learned.

“A Look Back” is available to
everyone at the Farmington
Museum. Thank you to Jack
Anderson for honoring a living
part of our community’s heritage.
