“ STATION PARI ”

Mixed-Use, Transit-Oriented
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Development to Become a Reality

CenterCal Properties, the devel-
oper of Station Park, recently
announced the purchase of the 62-
acre parcel located adjacent and
south of Park Lane and east of I-
15. Station Park is slated to become
the pre-eminent lifestyle shopping
center in the Salt Lake City region.

The project will include approxi-
mately 800,000 square feet of retail,
entertainment, restaurants, and of-
fice space with approximately 150
housing unitslocated within the sec-
ond floor space of thelifestyle center.

Equally important to Farmington is
the primary access road into Station
Park (off Park Lane) which will also
serve the Commuter Rail Station
and Park & Ride facility to be locat-
ed east and adjacent to Station Park.
CenterCal officials have announced
construction will commence on
the access road along with other
site preparation work in late 2007.

CenterCal, UTA, and Farmington
City are working towards completing
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and approving design details with
regards to the road to the station
and the pedestrian connection be-
tween the Commuter Rail Station
and the Station Park Lifestyle Cen-
ter. Itis hoped, but not guaranteed,
that the road into the Station will
be completed by the time the com-
muter rail opens for business in
mid- to late April 2008. Station Park
itself is slated to open in late 2009.

Was that a hard decision to
make?

position on the school board and
had lost. So I was a little apprehen-
sive about running for city council,
and I saw that it was sort of a man’s
world, politically, at that time. But
once I make up my mind, I give it
my all. It was the very first time
there were two women running. Pat
Achter was running from the south
end, and I was up here on the north
end. I think both of us were think-
ing ‘there is no way two women are
going to be elected,” but we both
did, and we became best friends.

Jwﬁ: I know while you were on
the city council, you were very
influential in working with Lagoon
to put in the trail. Later, as a state
legislator, you were quick to
foresee the tremendous challeng-
es our county is now facing with
transportation. In both of those and
many other instances, you've been
instrumental in directing change
in such a way that it enhances our
quality of life. You must feel a deep
sense of accomplishment.

MW-' Well, people are the real

reward. You accomplish things you
feel really good about, but those
things are insignificant compared
to the relationships you make and
just the good feelings you have and
the love you have for the commu-
nity and the state. I have loved my
time serving.
