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Although not in Farmington, there 
has been some public contention 
over the role of Mayor, City Council 
and City Manager in a few Utah cit-
ies during the past couple of years.  
The public discourse regarding 
these contentions has created some 
confusion in elected bodies and 
amongst citizens.  It is also caus-
ing the Utah Legislature to exam-
ine and consider revisions to State 
statutes which set forth the allow-
able forms of City government.  To 
promote a greater understanding 
amongst Farmington residents, it 
was deemed prudent to  more fully 
educate Farmington residents on 
the basic structures of City govern-
ment.   This article is meant to be a 
summary description.

Legal Principles
Farmington follows the “Traditional 
Form” of local government (the 
form used by a majority of Utah 
cities).  Under the “Traditional 
Form”, the Mayor is the Chief Ex-
ecutive Officer of the City, and the 

City Council has legislative, admin-
istrative and some judicial pow-
ers.  The City Manager is the City’s 
Chief Administrative Officer, and 
handles the day-to-day administra-
tion of the City.
Whereas the Mayor and City 
Council Members are all elected 
officials, the City Manager is 
appointed and may be dismissed 
with or without cause by the City 
Council and the Mayor.  The City 
Manager is therefore under their 
direction, supervision and control.  
The City Manager’s duties are 
established by ordinance as adopt-
ed by the City Council.  To provide 
a more detailed description of what 
the Mayor, City Council and City 
Manager do in Farmington, the fol-
lowing is provided.

Mayor 
(4-year elected term)

Along with the City Council, 
provides overall leadership of the 
community.

Conducts City Council meetings, 
but does not have voting power ex-
cept in the case of a tie vote by City 
Council members.
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Thank you to all residents who vot-
ed in the City’s municipal election 
on November 6!  Voter turnout 
was at 48.59%. City officials ap-
preciate your active effort to ensure 
strong, representative leadership.  
Congratulations to the three suc-
cessful candidates:  Rick Dutson 
with 2,596 votes; Sid Young with 
2,424 votes; and Cory Ritz with 
2,139 votes. Their four-year term 
will begin on January 8, 2008.
Thanks also to Joel Cook, Car-
men Samuelson, and Jim Taylor.  
By engaging in the election process, 
these individuals heightened resi-
dents’ awareness of and concern 
about the issues Farmington faces. 
All candidates are to be commend-
ed for running positive campaigns.
Also, to all the poll workers who la-
bored tirelessly from early morning 
into the night, thank you!  It would 
not be possible to hold an election 
without you.

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City Governance continued

Appoints City department heads, 
Planning Commissioners, and 
Board of Adjustment members 
with advice and consent of City 
Council.

Signs contracts and agreements 
after approval by the City Council.
Represents the City on regional 
boards and committees such as 
Davis County Council of Govern-
ments, Wasatch Front Regional 
Council, etc., and is involved in 
many state and regional initiatives 
such as transportation and taxation 
issues.
Communicates policies of the City 
to the public.
Negotiates solutions for neighbor-
hood and city problems which are 
presented to the City Council for 
approval.

City Council 
(5 elected members with 
staggered 4-year terms)

Exercises the legislative authority 
of the City.
 
Exercises the administrative 
authority of the City in those cases 
where the administrative authority 
has not been delegated to the City 
Manager.
Acts as policymakers for the City.  
Policies are most often drafted, pre-
sented, evaluated and most of the 
time, but not always, adopted in the 
form of ordinances. Ordinances are  
really the laws of the City.  By law 
they must conform to State and/or 
Federal law.
Approves the annual budget.

Approves all agreements and contracts.

Hears, weighs and evaluates all 
comments, opinions and evidence 
at public hearings.
Assigns City Council committees 
to complete certain administrative 
or review tasks and to make rec-
ommendations to the Council as a 
whole.

City Manager 
(Serves at the pleasure of the 

Governing Body under contract 
arrangements - no set term)

  Serves as the Chief Administrative 
Officer of the City exercising mana-
gerial control of City operations.
Serves as Budget Officer of the City.
Supervises all municipal departments.
Makes recommendations to the 
Governing Body pertaining to City 
operations, contracts, organization-
al structure and policy matters.
Carries out policies of the City 
Council once adopted.

Planning 
Commission
(7 appointed Commissioners 

serving 4-year staggered terms  with one 
or two appointed alternates)

Serves as an advisory body to the 
City Council on matters relating to 
Planning and Zoning.
Applies the adopted Planning and 
Zoning ordinances of the City to in-
dividual land-use applications.
All municipal officers, whether 
elected or appointed, must con-
form to the laws and procedures 
mandated by the Utah State Code.

YOUTH CITY COUNCIL
Applications for Youth City 
Council will be available at City 
Hall, at schools, or on the website 
and are due January 3, 2008.  
FYCC applicants must currently 
be in 9th-11th grades and 
residents of Farmington. It is a 
great opportunity to serve the 
community and get to know 
other kids from Farmington.

City residents often talk about 
how much they love living 
in Farmington.

To accomplish this, 
city officials try to be responsive 
to residents’ needs.    
 
We are 
entering a planning process for 
Farmington’s new Parks & Recre-
ation Department (formerly the 
Leisure Services Department). This 
process will help us determine the 
department’s priorities and long-
range plans.  Your input will help 
us make better decisions.
 
Open, constructive citizen partici-
pation is essential for the planning 
process to be of value.  Citizens in-
terested in joining the dialogue are 
strongly encouraged to do so.  You 
need only write a letter expressing 
your interest in participating in 
Parks, Recreation and Arts plan-
ning sessions.

Gloria Rice
        a Life of Simple Abundance

Gloria:  As a child, you’ve got dif-
ferences between then and growing 
up now. My Grandfather Harris 
homesteaded all the land on Hill-
field Road. Our home was a big two 
story red brick home on the corner 
of Antelope and Hillfield.  

My father raised alfalfa and wheat.  
He worked from daylight ‘til dark.  
And my mother, I don’t know how 
she did it. The men used to sleep 
up on the flat. They had to start 
working before daylight. My moth-
er would cook breakfast and my 
brother-in-law would come down, 
pick up the food, take it back, then 
bring the dishes back and pick up 
the lunch and so on.  

Jill:  So your mother cooked all 
day?

Gloria:  Yes, but she had six daugh-
ters and we helped her.

Jill:  That’s quite a different life-
style than we’re used to, isn’t it?

Gloria:  Oh yes. And we raised a 
huge garden, had all kinds of fruit 
trees.  We had cows and pigs.  When 
the wheat wasn’t worth anything, 
my father would raise pigs. We 
didn’t ever go to the store, except 
for sugar and vanilla. And pineap-
ple and coconut.

Jill:  So looking back, does it feel 
mostly like work? Was there still 
plenty of fun?

Gloria:   Well, we went to Lagoon 
once a year on Farm Bureau Days.  
And we swam in the canal—the 
Davis-Weber County canal. Most of 
the time, we wanted to save our nice 
bathing suits to go to Lagoon,  so 
we wore our bib overalls to swim.

Jill:  You really had to make your 
own entertainment, didn’t you?

Gloria:  Well, I had to herd cows.  
We only had 4 or 5 cows, but I had 
to take them out and let them eat 
the grass on the side of the road. I 
had a cousin—see we had all these 
cousins and that’s what we did, 
we played “kick the can” and “run 

sheepy run”—but when we would 
herd cows, my cousin would come 
over and we’d go down and sit on 
the little ditch bank and let the cows 
graze.  If they got too far, we’d have 
to go down and shoo them back 
up. We used to make doll furni-
ture from the purple thistle flowers, 
you know, sofas and little beds and 
chairs. That was our entertainment.

Jill:  So what kinds of toys did you 
have?  You must have had a doll?

Gloria:  Yes.  And a sled.  You know, 
with Hillfield Road, we’d go up and 
we could go nearly to Layton on our 
sleighs. And never a car! Never a car!  

Jill:  What wonderful memories.  

Gloria:  Oh yes.  I remember my 
mother always had something that 
smelled so good when we got home 
from school, every time. Soup or a 
roast. We didn’t have a lot of fancy 
stuff from stores, but my mother 
was an excellent cook.

Another memory I have is of the 
frosted windows. It used to be 
colder than it is.  You remember the 
frosted windows?

Jill:  Yes, and the light would 
come up…

Gloria:  And make beautiful pat-
terns. We had this two-story home.  
Each room had a little place where 
you could have a pot-bellied stove.  
My mother said we are not mak-
ing a fire upstairs. So we warmed 
bricks and took them to bed with 
us.  That’s where I remember the 
frosted windows because it was so 
cold.  

Jill:  You’ve lived a full life, haven’t 
you, one full of simple abundance.  

Gloria:  Living in Farmington…it’s 
the neighbors, and the sidewalks, 
and the safety. We have a wonder-
ful community.

Our thanks goes to Gloria Rice for her 
memories, for her kindness, and for all 
the lives she has touched over the years.

“Abundance is not something we 
acquire. It is something we tune into,” 
according to Dr. Wayne Dyer, a 
renowned author and leader in the field 
of self-development. That kind of tun-
ing in is something Farmington’s Glo-
ria Rice has done for more than eight de-
cades. For Gloria, it’s always been easy 
to find abundance in simple things, like 
a winter morning over the mountains 
or a conversation with a neighbor or a 
cornfield waiting for harvest. 

As creators of the Farmington news-
letter, it was our pleasure to get ac-
quainted with Gloria Rice. We thought 
you might enjoy listening in on our 
conversation as we reminisced about 
Gloria’s childhood.

Jill:  You’ve spent over 80 years 
in Davis County. I imagine your 
childhood memories from the ‘20s 
and ‘30s are quite a contrast to what 
your children or grandchildren will 
look back on.
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Are you holding onto the last rays of fall 
sunshine? Trying to catch the last pos-
sible hike in the foothills before winter 
sets in? You’re not alone. With Farming-
ton’s abundant hiking trails and beautiful 
scenery, many rush to get that last hike 
in before the snow flies. An increasing 
number of others, however, are discov-
ering a well-kept secret. The hills above 
Farmington are just as accessible and ev-
ery bit as beautiful in the winter! In fact, 
those who hike through winter find that 
the landscape is always breathtaking and 
remarkably different from day to day. A 
veritable Winter Wonderland. The air is 
crisp, the scenery second-to-none and the 
exercise far better than a stair-walker. The 
numerous waterfalls above Farmington 
flow year-round and offer wintertime 
scenes that would impress National Geo-
graphic. And they’re right in our backyard 
and accessible by foot! So rather than be-
ginning the winter with a countdown of 
days until spring, remember this: no need 
to wait! Some of the best hiking hap-
pens between December and February.
