When

What
Crews will pound long pieces of steel called piles
deep into the ground with the assistance of a
crane. It is possible that some residences will
experience noise and vibration as a result of this
work.  The contractor will take precautions to 
minimize impacts as much as possible. 

What
The steel piles will provide support for the soon 
to be constructed bridge that will take Legacy
Parkway Northbound traffic onto I-15 Northbound.
Piles cannot be placed during the day for the 
safety of motorists traveling on I-15.
