Youth Theatre Auditions will be held on Thursday, January 24th from 6pm - 8pm and on Saturday, January 26 from 9am – 
11am at the Community Center located at 120 S. Main, Farmington (451-0953). Join us for the Storytelling Festival from 1-3pm in 
the basement. 
 
Ages 8 to 18 years of age are invited to audition. Please be prepared to sing and read from the script (speaking parts for acting 
auditions  will be provided for you at Parks & Rec or at  the door.  For singing auditions, you may choose a song to sing-suggestions 
are given below). A non-refundable $15.00 (resident) or $25.00 (non-resident) per person audition fee is due at the time of the audition 
(parents need to be present).  A $75.00* refundable volunteer deposit per household is also required at the time of audition (*75.00 is 
refundable after performances if volunteer obligations are met).  Callbacks (if needed) will be Tuesday January 29 at 7pm- 
invitation only. The cast list will be posted on Wednesday January 30 after 4pm. 
 
Performance Dates will be on the evenings of April 10th, 11th & 12th with a matinee on the 12th. Rehearsals are scheduled from 4-
6:05 pm on Tuesdays and Thursdays and from 9am-1:05 pm on Saturdays. On  Thursdays there is a possibility that chorus parts will 
come later (aprox 5:30-6) and leave before or at 8pm. Not all children will be required at every rehearsal and a two-week schedule will 
be passed out at the mandatory parent & cast  meeting on January 31 at 7:00 pm. If  you have 2 or more unexcused absences you 
may be dropped from the  cast. Parents are required to volunteer for this production in attending assigned rehearsals, performances and 
different areas where needed if you want  volunteer deposit  refunded. 
 
Singing: 
All singing will be without accompaniment. Here are a couple examples of songs you may sing.  Or come prepared with your own. 
You should try to create a character to go along with your song. You may be asked to harmonize or sing in a round.
