Reports:	
· Trails
Farmington Development Review Committee Report – Randy.  Not much new activity.  Creekside Estates, land that is owned by the city at 200 E and 1000 S, could be a future connector to the Davis Creek Trail, the city is worried about safety, height of the steps.  A resolution was passed requesting the city retain ownership of the land at Creekside Estates PUD, and the trails committee will assist with resolving safety issues such as modifying the height of the steps.  If it is divested, the resolution included a request to the city that the land not be transferred for less than fair market value.  Passed.   Randy to photograph gates and no trespassing signs adjacent to Farmington Crossing condos where the Oakridge trail appears to be blocked.
“Jug Handle” Redesign:  At State Street and 400 W, southwest corner of Lagoon.   Trees were removed and we are not sure about the final alignment.
Trail Issues – each Trail Chief.  Bob Murri - Steed Creek trail needs repairs at eroded areas (currently unsafe to walk).  Need to meet with the Forest Service to discuss repairs versus a reroute.  Bob Murri and Gary Goodrich to study.  Richard Lindsley - ATVs are illegally using the trail near 1125 West and 150 South.  The city will be placing “no motorized vehicles signs” and Richard will ask for boulders to be placed.  Part of the Buffalo Ranch loop trail will be temporarily closed.  
Trail Watch List Review – All - The list was reviewed by George.  A few highlights:  Weeds were sprayed on the Haight Creek trail.  Seven benches have arrived (3 for Farmington Ranches East).  Farmington Bay project in the fall of 2009.  Encroachment at the boundary with Fruit Heights has been successfully resolved.  Keeping an eye on culverts at Woodland Park.

Scott attended the Centerville trails meeting April 2 - On the frontage road just south of Lund Lane, they plan to widen the road to accommodate 2 bike lanes plus the sidewalk.  Tracy commented an alternative would be a 6-foot wide bike lane on one side of the road, set back from the road.
Wasatch Front Regional Council is working to create and connect bike trails in Davis County.  Would like a point of contact with the trails committee.  Scott will be the point of contact for Farmington, and Katie Overdiek will help.
Brochure Printing -  3,000 copies planned.
Website Suggestions for Stacey - Would like to make our trails map interactive, on Google Earth.  Nathan discussed a shared drive, Stacey has ideas for how to accomplish a webshare. George recommended a “Next Hike” tab that always lists the next social hike.  George suggested a meeting with city GIS, hoping for April 24, but we need to schedule with Max Forbush.
