· Trails

Farmington Crossing (Oakridge Trail), the gates will be removed when the easement with UDOT is complete.

Trails Literature –The new pamphlet is ready (see the May meeting minutes for distribution assignments).  A hikers map with points of interest has been produced.

New Guide Booklet - with better maps and GPS coordinates.  A future subcommittee would be advised.  

Other Trail Issues – each Trail Chief.  Nathan will work on trying to get trash cans along the Legacy trail.  Dee will propose a new loop trail for Davis Creek, crossing the creek at the first waterfall, and installing another bench.  Scott, there is a small depression along the frontage road north of Glover Lane that breeds mosquitoes and could be drained.  Nathan - a good addition would be a connector from new Miller Meadows subdivision to Legacy Highway. Bob will get quotes per foot for various types of fencing to present to the Lee’s.

Trail Watch List – All:  George read through the list.  Concerned neighbors near Steed Creek have complained about teenage drinking parties; increased police patrols have helped.
