· Trails

Trails Literature – final changes have been submitted prior to printing the pamphlet.  We will have 3,000 this year to distribute, starting with a few each at:  city offices and leisure services, Festival Days, city welcome mailings, city museum (George); county courthouse (George); Lagoon (Scott); Cherry Hill (Randy); Big 5 and city offices in Centerville (Bob); Farmington Bay (Tyler); gym by Bukoos (Randy); Curves in Centerville (Tracy); Biker’s Edge in Kaysville (Randy);  County Tourism bureau (Nathan).

Other Trail Issues – Scott - Frontage Road, 2 or 3 locations we would like to place weed matting and road base in several locations near 650 South to eradicate puncture vine.  Tracy - the kiosks as they age should be oiled (lasts longer than stain).  $50 to purchase was approved by vote.    Bob -  Trails volunteers and 11th Ward young men installed a bench on the Davis Creek Trail.  Reroutes for the eroded portions of Steed Creek Trail are being considered.  We decided to purchase a 6-foot long tamper bar.  $55 to purchase was approved by vote.  Tracy - when trimming mountain trails, try no to clear too wide (36 inches total width).  Scott - He is coordinating with Centerville city trail advocates for bike trail alignments at the city boundary in common and will work with David Petersen.  Tracy - will investigate Utah National Guard volunteer projects to help with the Shepard Creek Trail (helicopter in bridge parts).

Trail Watch List – George provided a briefing from the list.

Dog Waste Bag Canisters – Randy - One scout is building 2 stations for the bus park on Glover Lane.  Approved $75 to reimburse Somerset Subdivision for 3 of their 6 stations.

Restocking – assigned people remember to restock kiosks and dog waste canisters every two weeks.

Gas-powered trimmer – tested on Haight Creek Trail and worked great on weeds and saplings.  Borrow from George.

400 W. Crossing – UDOT is rerouting trail; many trees have been cut down; much fill brought in.

Weed Poison – obtain from George who received 2 gallons from Public Works.

Access Signs – Public Works is installing on Buffalo Ranch , Oakridge Preserve, and Shepard Creek trails.

Steed Creek Trail – several have helped in reinforcing the washed-out section; future plans?
