Area Maps  

The City has been divided into districts and areas for emergency management purposes.  Each 
district and area has an assigned representative.  These representatives are the link between local 
officials and local residents during an emergency.  Local officials will contact district 
representatives with important information regarding the disaster.  The district representatives 
will then contact the area representatives in their districts with the same information.  Some areas 
have even been subdivided into blocks with block captains.  The process works the same for 
getting information back to local officials regarding damage or other needs in the city.  Each 
district has been given radio equipment to assist them in communicating with the city during an 
emergency.

The information 
window will include your Area for emergency preparedness.
