Finding for Approval:
Aesthetically, garages can overwhelm the appearance of a residential street streetscape.
To help prevent this from happening in conservation subdivisions, the ordinances
provides an incentive, or greater use of the lot by the future property owner, if the
attached garage remains flush, or recessed, from the front of the home. The “car court”™
concept proposed by the applicant accomplishes the same result, as attached garages
are side-loaded and window openings face the street for garages projecting past the
front of the home and not garage doors.

Findings for denial;

1. The conservation subdivision concept was enacted to create more permanently
protected open space within the community. As a trade-off to realize this purpose,
opportunities were afforded to the developer for additional “roof-tops™, which
sometimes results in smaller lots, particularly in single-family residential
developments. Attached garages and/or garage doors, if not designed appropriately,
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can aesthetically overwhelm the appearance of a narrow lot residential street
streetscape. To help prevent this from happening in conservation subdivisions, the
ordinances provides an incentive, or greater use of the lot by the future property
owner, if the attached garage remains flush, or recessed, from the front of the
home. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the Rock Mill Subdivision is comprised of
wider lots and the “car court™ concept may be appropriate set-back closer to the
street than 30 feet,

2. The last sentence in sub-paragraph 11-12-090.D. provides an exception to the
minimum setback requirements, a zone text amendment is not necessary.

3. The unintended consequences of a zone text amendment are not known.

Finding for denial:
The conservation subdivision concept was enacted to create more permanently
protected open space within the community. As trade-off to realize this purpose,
opportunities were afforded to the developer for additional “roof-tops™, which
sometimes results in smaller lots, particularly in single-family residential
developments. Garages and/or garage doors, if not designed appropriately, can
aesthetically overwhelm the appearance of a residential street streetscape, and in doing
so, the front porch area, as a traditional focal point, and gathering area, is
compromised. Car courts, while reducing the visibility of the actual garage door from
the street, have the potential to encourage an un-inviting not to human scale approach
for the pedestrian to the house.

BACKGROUND

Symphony Homes is now developing Rock Mill Estates, a conservation subdivision at 600 North Main
Street (the site of the old Haugen Auto-body business) and desires to implement a “car court” concept
on some of the lots within the project, as illustrated on the attached photos. The front set-back for
homes in conservation subdivisions is 20 feet, but if the garage projects past the front plane of the
home, it is 30 feet. Subsequently, the developer is requesting an amendment to the text of the Zoning
Ordinance, to allow them to do the “car court™ concept on certain lots in the subdivision where the
nearest edge of the building may be closer than 30 feet to the street, as follows:

11-12-090: DIMENSIONAL STANDARDS:

D. Yard Regulations: The builder or developer of a conservation subdivision may
consider variations in the principal building position and orientation, but shall
observe the following minimum standards for buildings within a conservation
subdivision. Exceptions to these minimum setback regulations may be approved by
the City, in its sole discretion, during plat approval process when deemed
appropriate and desirable under the circumstances.

1. Front Setback: The minimum front yard setback for main buildings in a
conservation subdivision shall be twenty feet (20'). Notwithstanding the



foregoing, the minimum front yard setback for front-loaded attached garages
which extend past the front of the dwelling toward the front property line in
any conservation subdivision shall be thirty feet (30").

At the June 21, 2018 Planning Commission meeting, this item was unanimously recommended
for approval (Option 2A above) by the Commission. The commissioners felt that incentivizing
developers to hide garages on the side is preferable, and creates a better designed subdivision,
as front facing garages can overwhelm a home and create an unwelcoming neighborhood.

Findings for Denial

1. The proposed density in the subdivision exceeds any found in the surrounding
neighborhoods.

2. With the opening of Farmington High School, this location may not be suitable for four
single-family residential lots.

3. The proposed subdivision is inconsistent with the underlying zone, the General Plan,

and the surrounding neighborhoods.
BACKGROUND

Jerry Preston would like to subdivide the subject property into 4 lots and create the Makin Minor
Subdivision on the southeast corner of Glover Lane and 650 West. Any subdivision that is not
dedicating land, has less than 10 lots, and abuts a public street can be a minor subdivision. Minor
subdivisions have a two-step process, schematic plan and final minor plat. Because the minimum lot
size for a conventional subdivision in the AE zone is 1 acre, the applicant could get a yield of 1 lot; in
order to do a 4 lot subdivision, he would need 3 TDR (Transfer of Development Rights) lots from the
City, as set forth in Section 11-28-240.

The City Council adopted a zone text amendment at their March 6, 2018 meeting that allows for the
use of additional TDR lots (beyond what the ordinance already allows) to incentivize the improvement

of blighted properties. The applicant in this case is seeking to employ this new ordinance to get the
additional 3 TDR lots.

At the May 17, 2018 Planning Commission meeting much of the discussion centered around blight, and
whether it is appropriate to require that the applicant complete a blight study at schematic plan. While
the intent of the schematic plan is to review the lot size, lot layout, street network, and basic conformity
to the Zoning Ordinance; the Planning Commission tabled the item to give the applicant time to get
more clarity on the blight issue, and to possibly show an alternate proposal. Subsequently, the Building
Official met with the applicant on-site, and did find that the building would likely meet the criteria for
blight (see attached memo) as defined by state code (also attached). Based on this, the applicant has
determined that the home will have to be removed, and has therefore elected to pursue the 4 lots as
proposed. If the applicant obtains approval of the schematic plan from the City Council, he will still
need approval of the 3-lot TDR by a vote of not less than 4 council members, and Planning
Commission approval of a special exception for the finding of blight as set forth in the ordinance,

At the June 21, 2018 Planning Commission meeting, this item was recommended for approval
unanimously. The commissioners discussed the merits of the layout, and felt that given the property’s
constraints (i.e. being adjacent to Farmington High School, the derelict modular home, and being on the
corner of two collector roads) that 4 single-family lots is the highest and best use. The Commission
also felt that although the proposed lot sizes of 9,300 s.f. are smaller than surrounding neighborhoods,
the difference in lot sizes is minimal. Additionally, the Comimission felt that the blight provision that
was recently put into the ordinance was expressly intended for properties such as the Makin parcel.

(iii) at least 50% of the parcels within the proposed project area contain nonagricultural or
nonaccessory buildings or improvements used or intended for residential, commercial,
industrial, or other urban purposes, or any combination of those uses:

(iv) the present condition or use of the proposed project area substantially impairs the sound
growth of the municipality, retards the provision of housing accommodations, or constitutes
an economic liability or is detrimental to the public health, safety, or welfare, as shown by
the existence within the proposed project area of at least four of the following factors:

(A) one of the following, although sometimes interspersed with well maintained buildings and
infrastructure:
(1) substantial physical dilapidation, deterioration, or defective construction of buildings or
infrastructure; or
(I1) significant noncompliance with current building code, safety code, health code, or fire
code requirements or local ordinances;
(B) unsanitary or unsafe conditions in the proposed project area that threaten the health,
safety, or welfare of the community;
(C) environmental hazards, as defined in state or federal law, that require remediation as a
condition for current or future use and development;
(D) excessive vacancy, abandoned buildings, or vacant lots within an area zoned for urban
use and served by utilities;

(G) defective or unusual conditions of title rendering the title nonmarketable; and

(B) the affected parcels comprise at least 66% of the privately-owned acreage of the
proposed project area; or
(b) the proposed project area includes some or all of a superfund site, inactive industrial site, or
inactive airport site.

(2) No single parcel comprising 10% or more of the acreage of the proposed project area may be
counted as satisfying Subsection (1)(a)(iii) or (iv) unless at least 50% of the area of that parcel
is occupied by buildings or improvements.

(a) For purposes of Subsection (1), if a participant involved in the project area development
has caused a condition listed in Subsection (1)(a)(iv) within the proposed project area, that
condition may not be used in the determination of blight.

BACKGROUND

On May 23, 2018 1 was asked to do a preliminary inspection on the Making property located at
641 West Glover Lane by Jerry Preston. The purpose of this preliminary inspection was to
determine if the property could meet a finding of blight as set forth in Section 17C-2-303 of the
Utah State Code. While walking through the Makin home I found the following:

Piece of siding missing on eave and several holes around house.

Window has been broken out in family room.

Buckled floors and linoleum in master bathroom from leaking shower.

Wrapped and worn counter tops from leaking sink and ceiling.

Animal feces and urine in many areas of home and has caused decay and rotting in the

walls and floors.

Furnace cover missing on the furnace. All equipment must be in working order.

Ceiling leaks in two spots above kitchen. Once sheetrock has been removed it must

have H.U.D. approval for any fix. The sheetrock is part of the sheer wall in

manufactured homes and does not fall under the International Building Codes.

8. The carpet is so torn and loose that it does not provide adequate means of exit in case of
fire or panic.

9. Counter tops are warped and missing tile on sides to prevent any sanitation cleanup.

10. Building can become an attractive nuisance to children, a harbor for vagrants,
criminals, or immoral persons; or as to enable persons to resort thereto for the purpose
of committing unlawful or immoral acts.

11. This dwelling lacks inadequate maintenance, dilapidation, decay, damage, and is unfit
for human habitation that can likely cause sickness or disease.

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12. Property has been abandoned for a period of 6 months and has become an attractive

nuisance or hazard to the public.

13. Mice droppings under bathroom sinks.

14. Broken mirrors over tub; not approved by code and not tempered.

RECOMMENDATION

1. Hold a Public Hearing;
AND

2A. (Planning Commission Recommendation) Move that the City Council approve the enclosed
enabling ordinance amending the zoning map for 2.17 acres of property, as defined by parcel
identification number 080820006, located at 1234 W. Glover Lane, from an AA (Agricultural
Very Low Density) zone to an A (Agriculture) zone, subject to all Farmington City ordinances
and development standards.

Findings for Approval:

1. While the requested rezone is inconsistent with the General Plan, the applicant is only
requesting one additional unit of density beyond what the ordinance currently allows.

2. With the exception of the storm water, all of the issues raised by the DRC and Planning
Commission during their review of the Owl’s Landing Subdivision can be mitigated; and the
potential storm water issues are not likely to be significant because of the two-lot subdivision.

3. The improvement of Glover Lane that will be part of any future subdivision applications will
benefit the City because with the opening of the new high school, staff is anticipating that there
will be an increase of traffic on 1525 West, 1100 West, 650 West, and Glover Lane.

4. The requested rezone would allow for lot sizes that match other adjacent neighborhoods north
and east of the area that have previously been subdivided.

OR

2B. Move that the City Council deny the enclosed enabling ordinance amending the zoning map for
2.17 acres of property, as defined by parcel identification number 080820006, located at 1234 W.
Glover Lane, from an AA (Agricultural Very Low Density) zone to an A (Agriculture) zone.

Findings for Denial:
1. The rezone application is inconsistent with the General Plan designation of DR.
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2. The subject property will not be affected by the General Plan amendment as recommended for
approval by the Planning Commission at the May 3, 2018 meeting; i.e. it is still south of the
West Davis Corridor highway alignment.

3. The Knighton Subdivision was approved by Davis County, and the lot sizes were grandfathered
in when the property was annexed into Farmington City; the subject property is already non-
conforming as it is well below the 10 acre minimum threshold in the AA zone. Rezoning the
property would allow for a further subdivision of the property, bringing it further into non-
compliance.

4. Approval of additional density, beyond the one lot already allowed by ordinance, may result in
system-wide issues in the future due to the difficulties with conveying storm-water off site.

BACKGROUND

The applicant, Scott Adamson is requesting a recommendation for rezone approval in order to split
parcel 080820006, which is located on the northwest corner of Glover Lane and Shirley Rae Drive. In
the AA zone, the minimum lot size for a conventional subdivision is 10 acres, and the applicant is
proposing two lots measuring approximately 47,000 s.f. (1.09 acres) each. As the minimum lot size in
the AA zone is 10 acres, and 5 acres for a conservation subdivision, the applicant has a yield of one lot.
Therefore, in order to pursue a two-lot subdivision, the applicant will need to obtain a rezone of the
property to A, where the minimum alternative lot size is 1 acre; however, in order to achieve that
density, the applicant will need a TDR lot. Therefore, even if this rezone is approved, the applicant will
still need City approval to do the two-lot subdivision, because the property does not qualify for a
conservation subdivision.

This application was brought before the Planning Commission at their May 17, 2018 meeting, but the
applicant requested an AE zone designation. The Commission recommended denial to the City Council
with direction to the applicant that he bring the application back requesting an A rather than an AE
zoning designation. The applicant has amended his request at the direction of the Planning
Commission, and the Planning Commission unanimously recommended approval of the current
application for a rezone to an A designation at their June 21, 2018 meeting. The Commission is
comfortable with the proposal for a two-lot subdivision, and felt that the proposed one unit of additional
density is not significant enough to cause any unforeseen issues, and the lot split would be in
conformity with many of the surrounding properties. Additionally, the commissioners discussed the
improvement of the Glover Lane and Shirley Rae frontage as an incentive to allowing the application to
move forward.

In 2016, a different applicant brought forward the Owl’s Landing Subdivision for this property. which
consisted of 5 lots; the schematic plan was reviewed by the DRC and the Planning Commission. In
their review of the Owl’s Landing schematic plan, the DRC brought up a plethora of issues that would
have to be resolved in order for the subdivision to occur; based on these issues, the Planning
Commission ultimately recommended denial.

The issues brought forward by the DRC still remain, the two biggest of which are bringing in sewer
(currently it is located approximately 1300 feet away, as the crow flies), and the feasibility of conveying
storm-water away from the site (due to flat topography, low elevation, and high water table). Central
Davis Sewer District has initiated the process to bring a sewer line down Shirley Rae, but that has not
been started. Additionally, the applicant will need to improve Glover Lane and Shirley Rae Drive
installing, sidewalk, park strip, curb, and gutter, and for Glover Lane the applicant will also need to
install approximately 7 feet of asphalt extension. As part of these road improvements, there are several
(4-5) power poles that currently sit in the right-of-way, and will need to be relocated at the cost of the
applicant. However, most of these issues can be mitigated with the exception of storm-water; at



question is whether the addition of one more residential unit (beyond the one lot already allowed by
ordinance) would impact the storm-water system enough to stop the application from moving forward.

Findings for Approval

1. The proposed Bridge Feasibility Study will help guide the City in the future towards
developing infrastructure for a safe means of moving pedestrians east to west in the
Park Lane area.

2. The proposed Bridge Feasibility Study will better situate the city in locating and
acquiring funding sources for bike and pedestrian paths, and related infrastructure.

3. The proposed Bridge Feasibility Study will guide and inform the City in future
decisions regarding all modes of transportation.

4. By codifying the Bridge Feasibility Study and adopting it as part of the General Plan,

the City is setting a standard, being proactive, and making a commitment to active
transportation, which is growing in popularity and being demanded at ever increasing
levels.

BACKGROUND

In March of 2017, Farmington was awarded a Transportation and Land Use Connection (TLC) match
grant by Wasatch Front Regional Council (WFRC) to perform a bridge feasibility study for the Park
Lane and I-15/US89 area. City staff sent out a Request for Pool Letter of Qualifications to seven firms
on the WFRC pool of prescreened consultants, whose expertise is in transportation planning and
engineering. Of those seven letters sent, we received three firms’ letters, and after careful
consideration, chose Fehr & Peers Engineers as the consultant to produce the bridge feasibility study.
The goal of the study was to provide potential altematives to get pedestrians across I-15 and US89 in

the Park Lane area. The finished product is a study that is intended to be an appendix to the City’s
Master Transportation Plan, which is an element of Farmington City’s General Plan.

In the final record of decision and environmental impact statement for the West Davis Corridor, UDOT
has allocated funds for a portion (approximately half) of a pedestrian bridge over Park Lane. This study
will aid in completing the gaps and acquiring the funding necessary to build the bridge. The City’s
hope is that the bridge will be included with other UDOT projects, such as the WDC, and having this
study in place, with conceptual level engineering, will further the City’s objective in making this
important east-west connection realized.

At the June 21, 2018 Planning Commission meeting, this item was unanimously recommended for
approval with little discussion.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Farmington City is effectively fragmented by several major transportation corridors, including |-
15, Legacy Parkway, US-89, and the railroad corridor used by Utah Transit Authority (UTA) and
Union Pacific Railroad (UPRR). The purpose of this study is to define a preferred location for a
crossing of these barriers that will allow people on foot and bicycle to safely and comfortably
travel from east to west in Farmington. The study limits are State Street to the south and Shepard
Lane to the north. This feasibility study identifies critical constraints, logical connection points,
conceptual designs, and probable costs for several alternatives.

A direct connection between Farmington Station/Station Park and Lagoon amusement park was
determined to be infeasible and somewhat redundant to the State Street overpass. Initial
alternatives are summarized in Table 1:

By most qualitative and quantitative measures, the Park Lane Pathway (Alternative A) provides
better access to activity centers and created ideal multi-directional network connectivity.
Alternatives B and C provide comparable benefit to Alternative A when coupled together, but
otherwise only partially addressing the purpose of the proposed pathway connection. The Park
Lane Pathway (Alternative A) was iteratively refined to address a number of issues including
pedestrian safety and comfort, traffic impacts, and constructability. Table 2 summarizes the refined
concepts to the Park Lane Pathway Alternative.

One key differentiation among the alternatives relates to the use of separate bridge decks versus
general bridge deck widening to accommodate the active transportation facility. Utah Department
of Transportation (UDOT) has indicated a desire to widen the Park Lane bridge, and there may be
an opportunity to integrate a path facility with widening for shoulder/vehicle lanes, rather than
build separate pedestrian bridges adjacent to the roadway structures. By addressing the needs in
one upgrade, the project is more competitive as a funding priority by achieving several important
improvements.

Ultimately, this study validates the thinking that Park Lane is an important gap in the active
transportation system and it is the right place to consider an investment. This study does not
formally recommend a single variant of the Park Lane Pathway, because such decision is
dependent on a number of factors. For instance, UDOT recently obtained a Record of Decision for
the West Davis Corridor Environmental Impact Statement (EIS). The Selected Alternative includes
numerous improvements to the regional trail system, including a trail crossing I-15 on Park Lane.
Given the high cost of the Park Lane Pathway Alternatives, UDOT, Farmington City, and other
stakeholders will have to evaluate priority design features and select an option that offers the best

benefit and value.

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INTRODUCTION & PROJECT GOALS

Farmington City is situated in a narrow space between the Great Salt Lake wetlands and the
Wasatch Mountains. Many different transportation modes converge into this narrow space. As a
result, Farmington City is effectively fragmented by several major transportation corridors,
including 1-15, Legacy Parkway, US-89, and the railroad corridor used by UTA and UPRR. These
corridors provide important mobility for many north-south regional trips, but are inherently
difficult to cross east-west, usually requiring long and expensive multi-span bridges.

Bicycling, walking, and running have become increasingly popular in Farmington and the
surrounding communities for work commutes, access to schools, and recreational activities.
Several regionally significant active transportation facilities (e.g. the Denver & Rio Grande Western
Rail Trail (D&RGW) Rail Trail and Legacy Parkway Trail) have been built in the City within the past
decade. These facilities have proven very popular with residents of Farmington and the
neighboring cities in Davis and Salt Lake Counties. However, because they are located west of |-
15 and the rail corridor, accessing them remains a challenge for people who live east of the
freeway and rail corridor. Additionally, there is a UTA Front Runner station and transit center that
is currently inaccessible to pedestrians and bicyclists via Park Lane to points north and east,

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including southern portions of Kaysville, Fruit Heights, and northeast Farmington. Providing a
connection would help UTA increase ridership and first and last mile connections in the region.

Lack of crossing options degrade network connectivity, causing travelers to take indirect routes
and travel out of direction. This can discourage active transportation modes, leading to reliance
on single occupancy vehicles, more congested roadways and fragmented communities.
Farmington City, Kaysville, and Davis County have taken steps to address these issues, but gaps
in the active transportation system remain — particularly near Park Lane. The 2015 Kaysville and
Farmington Active Transportation Plan (KFAT) was the first step in better understanding the
challenges of connecting these areas; Figure 1 illustrates existing and proposed active
transportation facilities. One of the recommended projects was a feasibility study to assess how
to serve these markets on or near the Park Lane overpass. This feasibility study is the next step in
addressing the highest priority gap in the active transportation system in Farmington.

The purpose of a new pathway connection, as articulated in the KFAT Plan:

e Unite the east and west, especially across US-89, I-15, and Legacy Parkway, with bicycle
and pedestrian improvements that are safe enough to feel comfortable riding with a young
child

¢ Plan, design, and maintain a walking and bicycling network that is visible, attractive, and
convenient for all users, regardless of age or ability, especially commuters and driving-age
students

e Improve overall connectivity and accessibility for bicyclists and pedestrians, including
access to and from neighborhoods, services, public facilities, schools, shopping, food,
entertainment, and transit.

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EXISTING CONDITIONS

PHYSICAL INFRASTRUCTURE AND BARRIERS

There are few non-interchange crossings of 1-15 and US-89 in Davis County. At-grade rail
crossings are intentionally limited because of safety and operational challenges, while freeway
interchanges are generally unfriendly places for people on foot or bicycle due to traffic volume,
high speed, and conflicting turning movements. The following section highlights key observations
for three segments, starting from north to south:

Park Lane to Shepard Lane

Between Park Lane and Shepard Lane, there are two distinct transportation corridors that create
local mobility barriers; 1-15/UPRR/UTA on the west, and US-89 on the east. There are several
existing trails, including the Legacy Trail located west of I-15, and the Oakridge Preserve Trail that
serves the Farmington Crossings neighborhood. There is also a planned trail east of US-89.

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The Shepard Lane interchange with US-89 includes crosswalks for pedestrians. Shepard Lane at I-
15 is currently a non-interchange overpass, but will be converted to an interchange with full
pedestrian/cycling access (construction planned for 2021/2022). Currently the narrow two-lane
overpass lacks adequate shoulder for bike lanes or sidewalks, and as such, is not ideal for people
to walk or bicycle.

State Street to Park Lane

Between Park Lane and State Street, there is a complicated interchange where US-89 and I-15
diverge and Legacy Parkway ties into the freeway system. The freeway interchange on Park Lane
is unique because there are two distinct freeway interchanges only 600-feet apart. The
consolidation of 1-15/US-89/Legacy Parkway interchanges on Park Lane was done originally to
avoid an alternative Legacy Parkway alignment that would create more segmentation and barriers
in the Farmington Community. There were design compromises that created local access to the
interstate from Park Lane, but resulted in a situation where there is a substantial amount of vehicle
activity in a confined space — essentially two freeway interchanges occupying the space of one.

There are no pedestrian or cycling facilities on Park Lane; the bridge decks have seven vehicle
travel lanes and lack additional space for a sidewalk or separated path. Furthermore, the complex
lane configurations and free-flowing movements are not conducive to pedestrian/cycling access
on the bridge.

Glovers Lane to State Street

In the southern portion of Farmington City the transportation corridors are oriented parallel to
one another and are relatively condensed in terms of physical footprint, making grade-separated
crossings more practical. In this area there are two non-interchange street crossings at Glovers
Lane and State Street, and both crossings include a separated pathway. State Street is the most
direct connection between Farmington Station/Station Park and Lagoon/Farmington City center.
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POTENTIAL DEMAND & BENEFIT

Collision Information

To assess potential safety issues, UDOT’s Numetric! crash records system was used to review
historic collision data for a five-year period. During this period there were 294 individual incidents
that resulted in minor injury, sever injury or fatality, which have been mapped in Figure 2; high
frequency accident locations are indicated in yellow and red shading. The collision data displayed
in Figure 2 demonstrates that Park Lane, and its associated freeway ramps, is a significant hotspot
for collisions. This concentration of collisions on Park Lane may be due to the complex series of
on and off ramps in a very small area. Motorists are required to maneuver quickly across multiple
lanes to enter the two freeways that are accessible from Park Lane.

Of note, there was only one pedestrian collision and one cyclist collisions reported on the section
of Park Lane that spans the two freeways. This could be because currently, there are no sidewalks,
shoulders or trail facilities on that section of road, and thus very few people walk or bike on that
segment of road. The collision data provides valuable insight on the importance of considering
safety when looking at potential active transportation facility connections, and underscores the
importance of improving safety if considering a facility on Park Lane.

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Active Transportation Modeling

Although there is a growing interest in modeling active transportation, most travel demand
models are sensitive only to automobile and transit trips. Rather than try to forecast the
magnitude of bicycle and pedestrian activity, the Project Team implemented a methodology that
determines the relative level of demand for walking and biking in the study area. The Latent
Demand Model uses economic, demographic, land use, and built environment factors to identify
"hot spots” for active transportation, and provides a logical analysis framework to prioritize
attention and investment. The Latent Demand Model indicates areas where there is latent demand
for active transportation (not necessarily usage); essentially places where walking or bicycling
would be likely to occur if the conditions were favorable. The variables, as well as the
corresponding weighting criteria are provided in the Appendix.

Two demand analyses were conducted; base year (2014) and future year (2040). The baseline
analysis used current conditions based on GIS layers provided by the Farmington City and 2014
socio-economic data from the WFRC regional travel demand model.

Figure 3 and Figure 4 illustrate the analysis results for base year and future year latent demand,
using blue color tones to indicate areas of lower demand and red/orange color tones to indicate
the higher demand areas. For the 2014 baseline condition, higher active transportation demand
is fairly concentrated to the east side of US-89, with pockets on Farmington Station, and other
neighborhood developments on the west side of the city. This is rather intuitive since this district
has established neighborhoods. Elsewhere there is lower demand, due to low density residential,
few employment or commercial destinations, and predominantly agricultural land uses. The future
year (2040) analysis resulted in similar patterns, with the exception of the area surrounding 675
North, west of I-15 displaying a higher propensity for walking and biking. This is to be expected
based on the anticipated residential growth in that area.

Based on the expected land use changes and increasing popularity of walking and cycling,
projected demand for active transportation is expected to increase significantly in terms of relative
magnitude and geographic area. This analysis suggests that investment in active transportation
infrastructure should be prioritized in the portion of the study area adjacent to Park Lane,
Farmington Station and the Farmington Crossing neighborhood.
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FATAL FLAW SCREENING

Discussions with the Steering Committee indicated a general interest in evaluating the feasibility
of a direct connection between Farmington Station/Station Park and Lagoon amusement park,
two important community destinations. Considering vertical clearance requirements over the
railroad (23.5 feet) and the highway (17.5 feet), it is very complicated to thread a pedestrian bridge
through the interstate collector-distributor bridge system. The area also exhibits a high ground
water table, making a subterranean tunnel impractical. Engineering becormes more feasible closer
to State Street; however, there is little benefit in providing a new facility that is redundant to the
State Street overpass. For these reasons, a direct connection between Farmington Station/Station

The existing conditions analysis and the fatal flaw screening provided context upon which to
conceptualize and develop alternatives for an east/west Farmington connection. Each alternative
is described below, and summarized in Figure 5, Figure 6, Figure 7 with key information about
cost, potential use, network connectivity, land use catchment area, and transit user benefit.

ALTERNATIVE A - PARK LANE PATHWAY

This option provides continuous off-street path on the north side of Park Lane, connecting the
eastern and western areas of Farmington City, as well as the Farmington Crossing neighborhood
north of Park Lane (Figure 5). The existing bridge structures over I-15 and US-89 are too narrow
to accommodate a side path, so this option requires three new pedestrian bridges or widening of
existing roadway bridges. This option is the most complicated from an engineering perspective;
integrating the pedestrian bridge structures into the existing bridge abutments will be
challenging, particularly on the western end where there are customized MSE? bridge abutments
and retaining walls.

The primary concern with the design is the use of at-grade pedestrian crossings at the interchange
ramps. This presents a safety/stress concern for path users, and it is unknown how the addition of
pedestrian signals would affect traffic operations.

This alternative was generally preferred among the Stakeholder Committee due to its proximity
to activity centers, central location, and the multi-directional connections it provides (east-west
and north-south).

The planning level cost estimate for Alternative A is $8,639,000, assuming three separate bridge
structures for the trail and at-grade signalized crosswalks at the interchange ramp intersections.
An itemized cost estimate is included in the Appendix.

ALTERNATIVE B - PATHWAY BRIDGE OVER I-15 BETWEEN PARK LANE AND SHEPARD
LANE

Alternative B consists of a single bridge (multi-span) constructed over 1-15 and the railroad
corridor between Shepard Lane and Park Lane (Figure 6). This alternative provides a direct
connection between the Oakridge Trail and Legacy Trail. By completely separating trail users from
vehicle traffic, this option is also low-stress and safer for all ages and abilities.

Compared to Alternative A, building a pedestrian bridge over a basic freeway section is more
straightforward and less expensive. This option is complicated by the rail corridor which has a
higher clearance requirement (23.5 ft vs 17.5 ft for roadway), which will make the path deck
elevation higher on the west side, creating an elevation grade. There are also electric transmission
lines parallel to the rail corridor (west of I-15), which create significant but manageable constraints

? Mechanically stabilize earth (MSE)
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for the bridge ramp design. Additional consideration of this bridge concept should also account
for future widening of 1-15.

With respect to the location, there is some flexibility to locate the bridge farther south than shown
on Figure 6 to minimize out of direction travel for the nearby neighborhood. It is noted that
Shepard Lane /1-15 overpass is planned to be rebuilt in 2021/2022 as a full interchange with active
transportation facilities, so a new crossing location may not be justified if it is situated close to
Shepard Lane.

The planning level cost estimate for Alternative B is $6,444,000.

ALTERNATIVE C - PATHWAY BRIDGE OVER US-83¢ BETWEEN PARK LANE AND
SHEPARD LANE

Similar to Alterative B, this concept is a single bridge (multi-span) constructed over US-89 between
Shepard Lane and Park Lane (Figure 7). Alternative B and C complement each other and provide
facilities to cross US-89 and I-15, but independently they have less value in terms of additional
connectivity and benefit to neighborhoods. Moreover, the Shepard Lane / US-89 interchange
already has signalized crosswalks and sidewalks, and it is hard to justify this crossing location when
another viable option exists nearby.

The planning level cost estimate for Alternative C is $5,828,000.
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REFINEMENT OF THE PARK LANE ALTERNATIVE

By most qualitative and quantitative measures, the Park Lane Pathway (Alternative A) provides
better access to activity centers and created ideal multi-directional network connectivity. This
section presents additional refinements to the concept.

ALTERNATIVE A2 — BOX CULVERT TUNNELS

A key issue with the Park Lane Pathway alternative is the use of at-grade pedestrian crossings at
the interchange ramps, which presents a safety/stress concern for path users. Considering that
one of the original goals was to create pathway connections without having to traverse freeway
interchanges or narrow overpasses, the project team developed a refinement to Alternative A to
mitigate this issue.

Figure 8 illustrates the concept of using box culvert tunnels through the ramp embankments to
avoid the at-grade crossings, then “clover loop” the path to get it elevated to the necessary bridge
height. This would make the pathway longer and circuitous, but would create a more comfortable
facility. Note that the box culvert tunnel is not practical on the western 1-15 bridge abutment,
where lateral space is very constrained and there is not enough room to accommodate the trail
loop; at this location a signalized trail crossing could be used.

The planning level cost estimate for Alternative A2 is $13,337,000, assuming three separate bridge
structures for the pathway, three box culvert tunnels with looping pathway segments, and one at-
grade signalized crosswalk.

ALTERNATIVE A3 — GENERAL BRIDGE DECK WIDENING

The lack of roadway shoulders on Park Lane create safety issues (e.g. stalled vehicles) and
maintenance issues (e.g. snow storage). UDOT has indicated a desire to widen the bridge deck to
address these issues, although there are no funds currently allocated. There may be an
opportunity to integrate a path facility with widening for shoulder/vehicle lanes, rather than build
separate pedestrian bridges adjacent to the roadway structures. By combining the projects, it
creates a stronger argument for making the improvements to the bridges. The rational for
widening the bridge is based on safety, maintenance, and active transportation connection, which
will make the project more competitive as a funding priority by achieving several important
improvements.

The planning level cost estimate for Alternative A3 is $14,976,000, assuming widening of three
existing bridge structures, three box culvert tunnels with looping pathway sections, and one at-
grade signalized crosswalk. Note that this alternative could be done without the box culvert
tunnels.

ALTERNATIVE A4 & A5 — SOUTH SIDE PATHWAY

Alternative A4 and A5 (Figure 9) represent an active transportation pathway on the south side of
Park Lane, as opposed to the north side. As discussed previously, the use of at-grade pedestrian
crossings at the interchange ramps presents a safety/stress concern for path users. Furthermore,
frequent interruptions to traffic flow for pedestrian crossing signal phases will potentially degrade
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traffic operations, particularly during the peak commute periods.

Although no traffic data was collected for this study, there are several indicators to suggest ramps
on the south side of the Park Lane interchange have less vehicle activity. The lane geometry is one
indicator — there are dual left turn lanes for northbound movements and single lanes for
southbound left turns. As noted in a letter from Farmington City officials (included in the
Appendix), Northern Davis County has five points of access to southbound I-15, but only one
access to northbound I-15 (at Park Lane), which naturally focuses more vehicle demand to the
ramps on the north side of Park Lane.

Assuming the ramps on the south side of the Park Lane interchange have less vehicle traffic, a
pathway alignment on the south side would have fewer potential conflicts and less impact to
traffic operations. Although the traffic volumes may be lower on the south side, the free right turn
movements are an issue, and would likely require modification to accommodate safe pathway
Crossings.

Alternative A4 and A5 provide a connection to the Oakridge Trail and the Farmington Crossing
neighborhood using a tunnel under Park Lane between US-89 and I-15. With the trail alignment
on the south side of Park Lane, a much more direct access to the FrontRunner station is possible
using a trail structure. A connection to the Legacy Parkway Trail can be built on the existing grade
west of the rail corridor.

As with Alternatives A2 and A3, what distinguishes Alternatives A4 and A5 is the use of separate
bridges versus general bridge deck widening to accommodate the active transportation facility.

The planning level cost estimate for Alternative A4 is $14,268,000, assuming three separate bridge
structures to span the highways and railroad, one trail structure to connect to the Frontruner
station, one box culvert tunnel under Park Lane, and four at-grade signalized crosswalks.

The planning level cost estimate for Alternative A5 is $16,412,000, assuming widening of three
existing bridge structures, one trail structure to connect to the Frontruner station, one box culvert
tunnel under Park Lane, and four at-grade signalized crosswalks.
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NEXT STEPS

In September 2017, UDOT obtained a Record of Decision (ROD) for the West Davis Corridor
Project, which concludes a multi-year Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) with approval of a
Selected Alternative (Alternative B1 with the Wetland Avoidance Option). The West Davis Corridor
is a new north-south roadway corridor that connects I1-15 / Legacy Parkway in Farmington at

Glovers Lane to 4100 West/1800 North in West Point.
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The Selected Alternative includes numerous improvements to the regional trail system, including
a trail crossing 1-15 on Park Lane in Farmington. The EIS indicates the trail would be located on
the north side of Park Lane and would connect the Legacy Parkway Trail to the Oakridge Preserve
Trail. The preliminary concept expands the existing Park Lane bridges over 1-15 and UPRR to
accommodate the trail, and assumes that trail crossings will occur at the signalized ramp junctions.
A crossing of US-89 was not specifically included in the concept. The UDOT concept report for the
Park Lane structure widening is included in the Appendix.

With the ROD approval, UDOT can now proceed with the remaining steps of project development
(right-of-way acquisition, final engineering); construction is planned to begin in 2020. During the
design development phase, it will be important for Farmington City and stakeholders to work with
UDOT to determine priority design features, such as enhanced trail crossing treatments and a trail
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connection over US-89. If at-grade signalized crosswalks are used, it is recommended that a traffic
study is done to determine how the addition of pedestrian signals affects traffic operations.

Implementing an active transportation facility along Park Lane be a substantial investment for
Farmington City and will require support from city, county, and state leadership, as well as a
partnership with UDOT. To begin, Farmington City staff should brief city representatives on the
outcomes of this planning effort. By making city representatives and elected officials aware of the
outcomes of this study, they can promote the value of the Park Lane path connection, and may
help push the initiative forward. Additionally, Farmington City has a Transportation Master Plan
which was adopted in 2005. Steps should be taken to adopt this Farmington Linkage Study into
the Transportation Master Plan to ensure the city is prepared to begin implementation or seek
funding when there is an opportunity to do so.

SUBJECT:  Altemnative D

There may be another option, “Alternative D”, as follows:

BACKGROUND. Early concepts in the 1990s showed no local Farmington access to the Legacy
Highway at what was then the Burke Lane interchange (but was later renamed to Park Lane). The
proposal was indefensible for local politicians, including Mayor Greg Bell (a future State Senator
and Lieutenant Governor) and Marta Dillree (a very influential State Representative at the time
who championed transportation issues statewide—and a former Farmington City Council
member). They were extremely put out that Farmington was to take the impact of a large regional
interchange, but its residents must back track north to Cherry Hill or 200 North then travel
southbound on US 89 or [-15 (or travel to Parrish Lane) to even use the new highway. UDOT
agreed and accommodated Farmington’s wishes, but in doing so the interchange became more
complicated.

Confusing Ramps, From an aerial view US 89 and Legacy Highway appear to be one
facility (“US 89/Legacy Hwy™") which crosses I-15 north to south (or northeast to
southwest). However, on the ground it is quite a different matter. To better explain,
attached is an aerial photo of the “two” interchanges whereby the four Park Lane
intersections/signals are identified and numbered 1 to 4 moving west to east. When one
travels east to I-15 from west Farmington to Intersections 1 and 2, one expects both
intersections to relate to the interstate they are centered on, but this is not the case. Ramps
IN and 2N relate to I-15, but ramps 1S and 28 deal with Legacy Hwy. Confusing. And as
one continues east one would expect that both Intersections 3 and 4 provide access to and
from US 89 and its defacto southern continuation Legacy Hwy, but they do not. Only
ramps 3N and 4N relate to US 89, while their “counterparts” are associated with I-15,
Confusing.

In an effort to reduce the confusion and the number of related accidents, and with the help
and strong and persistent urging of Farmington officials, UDOT first tried to paint a logo
of the facility on the appropriate lane designed for its access (see attached photos). Then
UDOT installed the overhead signage.

1-15 ACCESS. In the early 1970s, UDOT constructed a half interchange at 200 West and I-15
which only provides interstate access for motorists to and from points south of Farmington.
Meanwhile, the Burke Lane Interchange provided interstate access to and from points north of
Farmington (and south).



South. Presently, Farmington citizens and visitors enjoy 5 points of access to I-15 to and
from destinations south of the community: 1) All of Centerville north of Parish Lane
(including parts of central Centerville), and most of south and southwest Farmington
(from about 620 South Street south), use the Parish Lane interchange; 2) Central
Farmington, and large portions of central west Farmington, use 200 West; 3)
Compton/central east and west Farmington, and to a certain extent northwest Farmington,
use Park Lane; 4) Northwest Farmington, most of Oakridge, and Shepard/central east
Farmington, use Shepard Lane (Via US 89) and Park Lane; and 5) Northeast Farmington
and north Oarkridge use Cherry Hill (both via US 89).

North. Farmington citizens and visitors (and large parts of north Centerville) enjoy 1
point of access to I-15 to and from destinations north of the community: Park Lane.

For the reasons mentioned above, the turning movements identified on the attached aerial as 1N,
2N, 3N, and 4N handle significantly more traffic than 18, 28, 3S, and 4S. This may be why 18,
28, 38, and 4S have large pork chop shaped islands, because only single lane turning movements
are necessary on the south side of the deck due to low traffic counts; meanwhile, many of the
north side movements are characterized by double lanes and heavy traffic. Hence, 1N, 2N, 3N,
and 4N do not have pork chops.

ALTERNATIVE D. This option suggests that UDOT should place the pedestrian way on the
south side of Park Lane on not the north side. This choice may be a more effective alternative
than A, B or C: and by taking advantage of the aforementioned design flaws and regional local
access movements, this option may impede Park Lane vehicle movement and functionality less
(and may be more affordable) than alternatives A or A1/A2. Alternative D suggests that UDOT
should place the pedestrian way on the south side of Park Lane on not the north side.

Intersection 1. The southbound ramp at this intersection (1S) connects to Legacy Hwy and
relatively very few vehicles use this ramp, [Note: at 3:00 pm I pulled up in the right-hand
turn lane for “1S a” and realized I overshot the overhead sign (I wanted to take a picture
of this sign)—so, I calmly backed up 300 feet knowing that no cars would be in the way
using this lane. One could not do this with any of the north side turning movements (1N,
2N, 3N, and 4N)--at any reasonable time of the day they are always too busy]. The
predominate commuter movement in Farmington is to the south, and most take I-15--not
Legacy. Therefore other than the morning peak, which may not be that much traffic, the
right turn movement (1S a) does not get much use. It is a good spot for pedestrians to
cross to the safety of a large pork chop shaped island. And in the event a yield sign/light
is installed and vehicles must stop for pedestrians as they make their way to the pork
chop, the right hand turn lane is very long to accommodate a sizeable cue and not “gum-
up” the rest of traffic on Park Lane.

Probably fewer vehicles use 1Sb than 1Sa. [Note: it may be wise to perform a present or



future traffic study to analyize all of the Park Lane turning movements or a past study
which was necessary to install the signage and re-stripe the r.0.w.---which UDOT has
done more than once].

Any at grade east to west pedestrian crossing on the other side of the street at IN may be
an substantial impediment to vehicular traffic on Park Lane [note: the Park Lane
Interchange in comprised of two side by side diamond interchanges and requires an extra
long series of synchronized multiple traffic signals to accommodate traffic flow, and
therefore, its capacity is limited---much more than had it been a SPUI or even a single
diamond interchange; and any “hiccup” to traffic flow may create a domino effect
resulting in some congestion;].

Intersection 2. The northbound ramp at this intersection (28) connects to Legacy Hwy and
relatively few vehicles use this ramp. The predominate commuter movement in
Farmington is to the south, and most take I-15--not Legacy. Therefore other than the
evening peak, which may not be that much traffic, 2S does not get much use. It is a good
spot for pedestrians to cross and even has the safety of a large pork chop shaped island.
And in the event a yield sign/lights are installed and vehicles must stop for pedestrians,
the lane(s) leading up to 2S are very long and can accommodate a sizeable cue and not
“gum-up” the rest of traffic on Park Lane.

Tunnel. There is enough room between 2S and 38 to accommodate a tunnel connecting to
the Oakridge trail,

Intersection 3. This intersection (3S) and the next intersection (4S) are much busier than
IS and 28, but not as busy as 1N, 2N, 3N and 4N. The merge lane for 28 b and the right
hand turn lane for 3S a are the same lane. Under normal circumstances this may
constitute a red-flag, but since so few vehicles use 28 b, a weave problem does not exist
in this lane and there is a enough room for a cue to form in the event a pedestrian uses a
signal to cross at 38 a to the safety of the pork chop island. Moreover, ample time is
available for pedestrians to cross at 3S b as the traffic signals work at their regular timing
to accommodate overall movement on the deck,

Intersection 4. A cue forms almost every time at 4S a, but it still allows time for
pedestrian to cross safely to the porkchop. And there is more than enough room for a long
north bound cue to form at 45 b if necessary to stop for pedestrians. Pedestrian
movements at 4S5 can be done in such a way as to not jam Park Lane traffic.

CONCLUSION. It appears that Alternative D may hinder the functionality and capacity of the
Park Lane interchange less than A, which is very important to the viability of Farmington’s
commercial areas/tax base, and it may provide safer and more efficient pedestrian access than A,
B, or C. Alternative A1/A2 probably have to much elevation gain, too many tunnels, and is too
circuitous and lengthy for the average pedestrian. This may be a deterrent for many, and it may



be too costly. And it utilizes the formidable 1N and 2N at grade intersections creating a
possibility of hindering traffic on Park Lane.

OTHER. Alternative D also creates the possibility of providing the most direct route for the

commuter rail user to the commuter rail stop, and at the same time providing allowing access to
points west as well.

Subject:  Structural Trail Widening

HDR has been requested to provide a preliminary plan and cost to widen the existing Park Lane bridges

over I-15 and the Railroad. The bridges will be widened to add 4’ of shoulder to each side and a 12’ trail.
The existing bridges were constructed using metric units resulting in lane and shoulder widths less than
the current standard widths. Additional width was not added to increase these widths.

Structure C-714 is over the railroad and will require an additional three W1850MG/205 or similar
prestressed girders on the north side of the structure to be placed parallel to the northernmost girder.
Figure 1 details the length of the structure as well as the original width and the proposed width for
widening. Structure C-715 is crossing I-15 and will also require an additional three W1850MG/205 or
similar prestressed girders on the north side of the structure. Figure 2 details the length of the structure
and includes the original width as well as the proposed width for widening. See the attached Figure 7 for
the typical widened section and Figure 8 for the plan view for the entire widening project.

The preliminary cost estimate for this study will consist of taking the width of the widening by the out-
to-out length of the structure and using a unit cost of $450 per sq ft. The unit cost is up from the new
structure cost of $220 per sq ft due to the extensive work required to add new piers and to reconstruct
the existing MSE walls and tie the proposed work into the existing structure. The cost for widening C-714
will be $1,440,000 and the cost for widening C-715 will be $3,310,000, making the total cost to
implement the pedestrian and bike lane to be $4,750,000. This will include the three additional girders,
abutment extensions, and MSE wall extensions for each structure as well as the two bents for structure
C-715 (See Figure 3 for typical bent).

While the cost estimate for the widening includes the structural items. ltems of note adjacent to the
bridge not considered is the cost to move the existing traffic signals and corresponding power supply
and control box for each structure. It also does not include the cost to realign the turning lanes leading
up to the approach slabs. Figure 5 and Figure 6 show the location of the previously mentioned traffic
signals for C-714 and C-715, respectively.

Findings for Approval

1; Although the right-of-way exists “on paper” no asphalt, curb & gutter, etc. exist
on what was once used as a street.
2. Dr. Brian Call desires to construct an office building and establish his dentist

practice south of the Russon Brothers Mortuary.

3. On February 7, 2017 the City re-zoned his property to NMU, and the zone
change was subject to, among other things, that the applicant obtain approval to
vacate the above referenced r.o.w. prior to or concurrent with conditional use
and site plan approval for his proposed building.

4, The applicant is now preparing his conditional use/site plan application for
consideration by the Planning Commission. Prior to this the Board of
Adjustment approved a variance related to the placement of the southwest
corner of the proposed structure.

5. The applicant worked with the City Manager and received approval from the
City Council to acquire and incorporate the r.o.w. property as part of his site.

BACKGROUND

The 1875 North r.o.w. immediately south of Russon Brothers Mortuary near U.S. 89
was actively used for decades as the only point of access for destinations north of the golf
course and due west of Main Street. However, when the Cherry Hill interchange was
constructed in the late 1990s, 1875 North was reconfigured and now begins at what is 1525

ORDINANCE NO. 2018 -

AN ORDINANCE VACATING THE 1875 NORTHSTREET PUBLIC RIGHT
OF WAY BETWEEN 1525 WEST STREET AND THE WEST EDGE OF U.S.
HIGHWAY 89 WITHIN FARMINGTON CITY, STATE OF UTAH.

WHEREAS, the governing body of Farmington City approved a zone change for
property adjacent to the south boundary of the 1875 North Street right-of-way from A
(Agriculture) and LR (Large Residential) to NMU (Neighborhood Mixed Use) on February 7,
2017, with a condition, among others, that the abutting unused said right-of-way shall be
vacated prior to or concurrent with the consideration of a Conditional Use/Site Plan application
by the Planning Commission; and

WHEREAS, said request is for the vacation of a portion of the 1525 West Street public
right-of-way approximately three hundred fifty feet (350") in length by sixty six feet (66') in
width; and

WHEREAS, the adjacent property owner and the Farmington City Council have agreed
to a purchase price of the land once the right-of-way is vacated; and

WHEREAS, the governing body of Farmington City has determined that there is good
cause for the requested vacation and it will not be detrimental to the general interest of the
public to grant the same; and

WHEREAS, the Farmington City Council has caused all required public notices to be
given, and has held all appropriate public hearings regarding such vacation; and

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF
FARMINGTON CITY, STATE OF UTAH:

Section 1. Street Vacation. The City Council of Farmington City hereby declares
that the 1875 North Street right-of-way approximately three hundred fifty feet (350" in length
by sixty six feet (66") in width as more particularly described in Exhibit "A," attached hereto and
incorporated herein, is hereby vacated.

Section 2. Rights not Affected. The action of the City Council vacating a portion of
the public right-of-way provided herein shall operate as a relinquishment of the City's fee
therein, provided that nothing herein shall be construed to vacate, impair or otherwise affect any
real property interest, easement, right-of-way, holding or franchise right therein of any public
utility or other property owner, governmental or private.

Section 3. Recorded. A certified copy of this Ordinance shall be recorded in the
office of the Davis County Recorder, State of Utah, and the necessary changes made on the
official plats and records of the County to accomplish the purpose thereof.

Section 4.  Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective upon publication
or posting, or thirty (30) days after passage, whichever occurs first.

Benchland is implementing water restrictions! Everyone (including Weber basin users)
should NOT be watering between 10 am and 6 pm.

BENCHLAND IRRIGATION USERS:

Beginning immediately NO WATERING between 8 am on Saturdays to 8 am Mondays.
WEEKENDS WILL BE PATROLLED AROUND THE CLOCK.

They will be issuing tickets:

1st Offense - $50 fine and irrigation water will be shut off until paid

2nd Offense - $250 fine and irrigation water will be shut off until paid

3rd Offense - Irrigation water will be shut off for the rest of the year.

All Benchland users must cut back watering by 35%. If everyone cuts back the water will
last until October 1st. If not, the water will be gone by September 1st.

Example: If watering 3X's a week cut back to 2X's a week, if your timer is set for 15
minutes then cut back to 10 min.

No new lawns planted. No sod or seed watered this season.
No special allowances will be made for watering new landscaping with culinary water.
Grass will come back but trees and other landscaping will not.

Millions of dollars of landscaping (trees, shrubs, & perennials etc.) could be lost if
everyone does not cut back.

Historic trees at risk of drying up in Farmington
July 12,2018

FARMINGTON — Severe watering restrictions in the heart of this tree-lined community are prompting threats of
lawsuits and angry calls to irrigation district managers.

They remain firm, however, and say unless people allow their lawns to go brown, the water supply will dry up by
Sept. 1.

"I can't imagine if we have no water come Sept. 1," said Paul Hirst, a member or the board of trustees of the
Benchland Irrigation Water District.

"There goes Tree City Utah," Hirst said.

Farmington is known for its stately rows of towering sycamores that line Main Street, earning it a coveted
designation from the Arbor Day Foundation.

But Hirst said those trees and others in the community are at risk unless people adhere to strict new rules on when
and what to water, including new sod or other plantings.

"There is many, many thousands of dollars in these trees in this community but they don't have the resilience that
sod does. The lawns can go brown."

Hard restrictions that impose fines or a shutoff of water for violators include:
* No weekend watering from 8 a.m. Saturdays to 8 a.m. Mondays
e No weekday watering between 10 a.m. and 6 p.m.
» Cutback use by 35 percent
* No new sod or other plantings

Hirst said the district is serious about violators: first time offenders get a $50 fine, second-time offenders are fined
$250 and a third offense means shut-off from any water.

"We are serious. We will have people to patrol 24/7," he said.

Benchland Irrigation District water users are in a unique situation compared to surrounding districts.

"This is unprecedented in what we are having to do with these severe restrictions," he said.

The reason?

The district relies on 60 percent of its water supply from the runoff of four mountain creeks: Davis, Shepard,
Steed and Farmington.

This year's pitiful snowpack delivered only 20 percent of what it normally gets.

Scott Parsell, the district's general manager, said stream flows this May that should have lasted weeks peaked
within a couple of days.

So instead of that source of water dwindling around June 25 due to runoff, it dried up to a drizzle a month earlier,
he said.

"People want to know why we didn't start to conserve earlier, but it has never happened since I worked here," he
said.

Parsell has been with the district more than 35 years.

The district was forced to tap into its secondary source of irrigation water provided by Weber Basin Water
Conservancy District months earlier than planned.

"This year, since we started early, we have used more than we ever had planned, so as a result we forecast we will
run out of water at the consumption rate we have been at by September," Hirst said.

The third source of water, rain, hasn't been cooperative either this spring or summer.
p pring

"With these kind of restrictions we have, you can imagine the kind of phone calls our district staff have been
receiving. They have not been complimentary at all," he said. "But we are doing the best we can with what we
have," Hirst said.

Tage Flint, general manager of the Weber Basin Water Conservancy District, said Benchland is weathering a
tough supply season not experienced on the west side of Interstate 15 in Farmington because that area doesn't
supplement its supply from mountain creeks,

"Each of these irrigation districts to which we wholesale water have a different water supply regime," he said. "
(Benchland) is truly in a bad way. It is indicative of the bad runoff we have."

Farmington resident Peggy Rigby understands the dire water situation affecting the area, but wishes people would
be more waterwise.

"We get what they are trying to do," she said. "That is the whole point in making sure it is conserved so it lasts
longer."

She routinely sees people watering during the hottest time of the day, however, when most water is lost to
evaporation.

"If people would follow the rules, it might be a little bit better," Rigby said.

Hirst said the district is prepared to endure the complaints, but he is hopeful people understand the gravity of such
a low water year.

The district plans a Facebook live question and answer session on July 19 at Facebook.com/usuextension,

Informational workshops are planned for Monday and July 18 to help people learn how to maintain landscapes in
time of drought. The district has teamed with Utah State University Extension Service to offer advice.

"This is a major tectonic shift in how we deal with our landscaping, even for me," he said.

"Brown is going to be beautiful."

THIS AGREEMENT is by and between Farmington City (“Owner”) and Staker & Parson

STANDARD FORM OF AGREEMENT

TIHIS AGREEMENT is by and between Farmington City (“Owner”) and Staker & Parson
Companies (“Contractor™).

Owner and Contractor hereby agree as follows:
ARTICLE 1- WORK

1.01  Contractor shall complete all Work as specified or indicated in the Contract Documents.
The Work is generally described as follows:

FY 2019 Road Maintenance Project
ARTICLE 2 - THE PROJECT

2.01  The Project for which the Work under the Contract Documents may be the whole or only
a part is generally described as follows:

Chip seal with fog coat, placing leveling course, deep patching, asphalt
overlays, crack seal, and raising manholes and valves to grade.

ARTICLE 3 - ENGINEER

3.01  The Project has been designed by Farmington City (Engineer), which is to actas Owner’s
representative, assume all duties and responsibilities, and have the rights and authority
assigned to Engineer in the Contract Documents in connection with the completion of the
Work in accordance with the Contract Documents.

ARTICLE 4 - CONTRACT TIMES
4.01 Time of the Essence

A. All time limits for Milestones, if any, Substantial Completion, and completion and
readiness for final payment as stated in the Contract Documents are of the essence of
the Contract.

4.02  Dates for Substantial Completion and Final Payment

A. The Chip and Seal work will be completed by September 15, 2018 and all other
Work will be substantially completed on or before May 20, 2019, and completed and
ready for final payment in accordance with Paragraph 14.07 of the General
Conditions on or before June 1, 2019.
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4.02  Liyuidated Damages

A. Contractor and Owner recognize that time is of the essence as stated in Paragraph
4,01 above and that Owner will suffer financial loss if the Work is not completed
within the times specified in Paragraph 4.02 above, plus any extensions thereof
allowed in accordance with Article 12 of the General Conditions. The parties also
recognize the delays, expense, and difficulties involved in proving in a legal or
arbitration procecding the actual loss suffered by Owner if the Work is not completed
on time. Accordingly, instead of requiring any such proof, Owner and Contractor
agree that as liquidated damages for delay (but not as a penalty), Contractor shall pay
Owner $200.00 for each day that expires after the time specified in Paragraph 4.02
above for Substantial Completion until the Work is substantially complete. After
Substantial Completion, if Contractor shall neglect, refuse, or fail to complete the
remaining Work within the Contract Time or any proper extension thereof granted by
Owner, Contractor shall pay Owner $ 200.00 for each day that expires after the time
specified in Paragraph 4.02 above for completion and readiness for final payment
until the Work is completed and ready for final payment.

ARTICLE 5§ - CONTRACT PRICE

5.01  Owner shall pay Contractor for completion of the Work in accordance with the Contract
Documents an amount in current funds equal to the sum of the amounts determined
pursuant to Paragraph 5.01.A below:

A. Forall Work, at the prices stated in Contractor’s Bid, attached hereto as an exhibit.
ARTICLE 6 — PAYMENT PROCEDURES
6.01  Submittal and Processing of Payments

A. Contractor shall submit Applications for Payment in accordance with Article 14 of
the General Conditions. Applications for Payment will be processed by Engineer as
provided in the General Conditions.

6.02  Progress Payments; Retainage

A. Owner shall make progress payments on account of the Contract Price on the basis of
Contractor’s Applications for Payment on or about the 1st day of each month during
performance of the Work as provided in Paragraph 6.02.A.1 below. All such
payments will be measured by the schedule of values established as provided in
Paragraph 2.07.A of the General Conditions (and in the case of Unit Price Work
based on the number of units completed) or, in the event there is no schedule of
values, as provided in the General Requirements.

1. Prior to Substantial Completion, progress payments will be made in an amount
equal to the percentage indicated below but, in each case, less the aggregate of
payments previously made and less such amounts as Engineer may determine or
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Owner may withhold, mcluding but not limited to liquidated damages, in
accordance with Paragraph 14.02 of the General Conditions.

a. 95 percent of Work completed (with the balance being retainage); and

b. 95 percent of cost of materials and equipment not incorporated in the Work
(with the balance being retainage).

B. Upon Substantial Completion, Owner shall pay an amount sufficient to increase total
payments to Contractor to 100 percent of the Work completed, less such amounts as
Engineer shall determine in accordance with Paragraph 14.02.B .5 of the General
Conditions and less 200 percent of Engineer’s estimate of the value of Work to be
completed or corrected as shown on the tentative list of items to be completed or
corrected attached to the certificate of Substantial Completion.

6.03  Final Payment

A. Upon final completion and acceptance of the Work in accordance with Paragraph
14.07 of the General Conditions, Owner shall pay the remainder of the Contract Price
as recommended by Engineer as provided in said Paragraph 14.07.

ARTICLE 7 - INTEREST

7.01  All moneys not paid when due as provided in Article 14 of the General Conditions shall
bear interest at the rate allowed by the State.

ARTICLE 8 — CONTRACTOR’S REPRESENTATIONS

8.01 In order to induce Owner to enter into this Agreement, Contractor makes the following
representations:

A. Contractor has examined and carefully studied the Contract Documents and the other
related data identified in the Bidding Documents.

B. Contractor has visited the Site and become familiar with and is satisfied as to the
general, local, and Site conditions that may affect cost, progress, and performance of
the Work.

C. Contractor is familiar with and is satisfied as to all federal, state, and local Laws and
Regulations that may affect cost, progress, and performance of the Work.

D. Contractor has carefully studied all: (1) reports of explorations and tests of
subsurface conditions at or contiguous to the Site and all drawings of physical
conditions relating to existing surface or subsurface structures at the Site (except
Underground Facilities), if any, that have been identified in Paragraph SC-4.02 of the
Supplementary Conditions as containing reliable "technical data," and (2) reports and
drawings of Hazardous Environmental Conditions, if any, at the Site that have been
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identified in Paragraph SC-4.06 of the Supplementary Conditions as containing
reliable "technical data."

E. Contractor has considered the information known to Contractor; information
commonly known to contractors doing business in the locality of the Site;
information and observations obtained from visits 1o the Site; the Contract
Documents; and the Site-related reports and drawings identified in the Contract
Documents, with respect to the effect of such information, observations, and
documents on (1) the cost, progress, and performance of the Worlk; (2) the means,
methods, techniques, sequences, and procedures of construction to be employed by
Contractor, including any specific means, methods, techniques, sequences, and
procedures of construction expressly required by the Contract Documents; and (3)
Contractor’s safety precautions and programs.

BACKGROUND

As you know, I recently announced my retirement date for the end of this year. [ have
two primary goals between now and that time. The first is to complete a list of about a
half dozen current major projects so as to not saddle the new manager with those tasks.
The second priority is to assist the Mayor and Council with finding a qualified
replacement and insure an orderly transition. The Mayor has asked that I provide the
Council with an outline of a proposed recruitment plan that he wants the Council to
endorse as we start this process. A few guiding principles for this process are:

1. The Mayor and Council will make the final determination of that appointment,
We should seek for the best qualified applicant possible. To achieve this goal,
this should perform a national search for reputable candidates.

3. Finalists for interviews should be selected based on experience, qualifications and
a rigorous interview process involving many participants.

4. Prior to an employment offer being extended and accepted the selected finalist
will submit to a careful background check and drug screening.

5. The Council must be united on the front end as to the selection process we will
use and the respective roles all will play.

Speaking from personal experience, | can tell you that #5 above is the most important as
each Council member should take an active role in the selection of the future City
Manager. The job is challenging enough on its own and made more challenging if the
City Council has not played an active role in the selection process. I can also tell you that
if history repeats itself you can expect between 75-100 applicants. Many will not be

qualified and we should focus on those best qualified to serve. Just sorting through
resumes and conducting interviews is going to require a great deal of time from those
involved in the selection process. Be honest with the time commitment you can
contribute to this process.

RECRUITMENT PROCESS OUTLINE -- Please note these dates are not set in stone
at this time but would become more rigid once we start into the formal process:

Review the attached job description to be used as the basis for the recruitment
announcement. Much of the attached job description is generic as to job functions
per city code and common sense. Where the Council can do themselves and the
applicants a big service is discuss and agree on the four or five major skill sets
and qualifications you want to see emphasized in the future manager. This will
aid in the resume screening of qualified applicants.

Questionnaire — One of the ways the Council can better sort through the resumes
is to require a detailed questionnaire filled out by each applicant. Resumes are
sterile and sometimes do not focus job skills and attitudes in a clear way. I would
suggest a two page questionnaire asking them a few specific questions such as: 1)
Describe the ideal Council/Mayor/Manager relationship, 2) State where you think
the future of Farmington needs to go? 3) What was your biggest managerial
success? 4) What was your biggest managerial failure?

Recruitment sources: If you advertise the opening in the following sources, you
will hit the majority of qualified applicants seeking such a position:

Utah City Managers Association (UCMA) job posting board.

o Arrange travel arrangements for finalists — We need two weeks to insure
good airfares and proper noticing. The City should be prepared to pay for
airfare and hotel accommodations for out of state finalists to be
interviewed. We should set a travel allowance cap per finalist and that any
finalist traveling greater than 100 miles to Farmington would be qualified.

o Interviews scheduled for October 4-5 in Farmington with multiple parties.

o Background checks completed for finalists October 8-12

o Offer extended to finalist no later than October 15. Proposed employment
contract prepared and ready by the same time.



o Announcement to the community of the new Manager Appointment —

o Starting date — Approximately November 12-30. This is going to depend
on the notice requirements the successful finalist is going to have to give
their present employer and the logistics of getting them to Farmington.

e Resume Screening — The Council needs to decide if they want to have a
subcommittee of the Council and myself review the applications for potential
finalists or if all Council members want to weigh in on this one.

e Interview schedules on October 4-5 — I would suggest a series of interviews over
a two day period divided into multiple parts:

o Day One -- AM City tour with two department heads and each interviewee

o Day One -- Department Head group interview in the PM

o Day One — Individual interview with Full Council and Mayor in the PM

o End of Day One — Closed meeting group huddle with department heads
and governing body to select finalist(s) to come back for final interviews.

o Day Two — Divide the Council into three groups of two governing body
members and each finalist -- assuming two finalists, breakfast with one
group, mid-morning interview with second group, lunch with the third
group. These would be less formal then the interviews of the first day and
allow each Council member and the Mayor to do a little more probing of
the finalists prior to coming to a consensus candidate,

o Day Two — City Council closed meeting in the PM to discuss final
selection and prepare offer letter.

e Transition Shadowing — In a perfect world I would suggest T spend at a minimum
a week with the new manager and at a maximum four weeks. When I came to
Farmington, I got one hour with the outgoing Manager and no briefing from the
existing City Council. This really made the first year difficult as I had to learn the
City issues from scratch with little help from others. Without exaggeration the
City is much more complicated since that time. It is important that we give the
new manager as much relevant information as possible to insure their success.
This shadowing period would insure a clean transition introducing the new
manager to key staff and community partners, attending meetings, reviewing
existing projects, etc. I can be as flexible on this one as the new manager and
Council desire but it is important we have an orderly handoff.

RECOMMENDATION

Discussion Only — Give Staff direction as needed.

BACKGROUND

Over the past several days we have received lots of calls, emails and Facebook chatter regarding
the fire we on July 4™ on the hillside. This fire was started as a result of a careless party shooting
off aerials in the restricted area which burned a few acres and threatened several homes until it
was brought under control. A general summary of the comments we have received are as
follows:

1. Residents want a stronger or outright ban of fireworks inFarmington. Some want us to take
action on this before July 24th.

2. They do not like the confusion of the existing restriction line as it wanders south to north
through Farmington. They said it leads to abuse, difficult enforcement and greater risk to
themselves and their property.

3. Most were very happy with the response from Emergency Personnel in getting the fire
knocked down quickly the other night. What most of the residents do not know but sense is how
close we came to losing a few houses on the downhill side of that fire. It really scared folks

in that area and some were in the process of evacuating before the fire was brought under
control.

4. The residents are pleased the City is aggressively prosecuting the individual who started the
fire. 1 have spoken with the prosecutor and formal charges will be filed later this week.

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5. The residents are also happy that we had (pre-fire) already cited the property owner with the
high weeds where the fire took place. We served a subsequent notice on that property owner and
another one this past Friday (7-6) declaring the need for emergency weed abatement. I am
pleased to report the primary property owner responded positively and he had a crew out there
the same day through the weekend knocking down the weeds. This will not prevent another fire
but it is a step in the right direction.

Staff is providing four options for your consideration. Each has pro and cons.

Option One - Do nothing. Leave the restriction line where it is with all the enforcement and
abuse headaches this entails. The people [ spoke to all want more than this and think the City
has been negligent with being so liberal on fireworks.

Option Two - Qutright ban of Fireworks throughout the entire City. The real challenge is the
aerials, not necessarily all fireworks. 1 think an outright ban might be an overreaction. No
outright ban is going to completely stop illegal discharge but it will make enforcement easier. It
would also be difficult to implement such a ban from a public education standpoint with the
short turnaround between July 17th and July 24th. Both our Fire and Police Chief's support an
outright ban but they understand it is not their call. It is certainly within your purview to do so
but would be an enforcement challenge. Over time (and not quickly) the ban would be easier to
enforce as folks got used to it. We would still have violators and some would not be happy with
this approach.

Option Three - Revise the restriction line to [-15 and/or US 89. Our real risk is our east side
hillsides and more heavy wooded areas on the east side. With few exceptions and from a risk
analysis standpoint, the west side is not as problematic as the east side of our City. All of our
larger fire incidents have been east side events over the past decade. Any fireworks discharge on
that side of the City only increases our risks of large events. One practical point if you adopted
that new line is the City would be in violation with our Festival Days fireworks show at the
Junior High without an exception permit being granted. This new line could also cause the Oak
Ridge golf course pain with their annual party.

Option Four - Create a cleaner, more defined line than the one we have now removing the
jogging portions up and in and out of neighborhoods. This could be accomplished by reinstating
the restriction line we used several years ago (see attached). If we take this approach, we also
should strengthen the language that it is not okay to light fireworks on one side of the affected
street and not the other. For example, if 200 East was the restriction line, no home abutting that
street on either side would be allowed to discharge fireworks. Without this new language, you
put an unrealistic enforcement burden on our police and fire personnel as they confront
violations.

Regardless of the direction we go on this, we need enhanced public education. I think we have
been lucky more than right. We should give this a serious review because the risks conditions are
pretty high right now. In the meantime, Police and Fire have been directed to aggressively cite
violators and will continue to do so as opportunity permits. What is naive to think is that we can



catch all the violators when our crews on those nights (both police and fire) are really just in
triage mode and running from call to call. We literally now have thousands of aerials in multiple
locations now being discharged in City which makes enforcement and maintaining public safety
very challenging. Neighbors do a pretty good job of yelling at other neighbors and calling in to
report violations but the problem is exacerbated by fireworks being allowed on one side of the
street and not the other and a restriction line that jogs in and out of neighborhoods. This practice
allows for abuse, confusion and difficult enforcement.

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MODULE CLIMATE CONTROL SYSTEM

Shall incorporate a combination heating/air conditioning unit with 36,000 BTU heating
and 32,000 BTU cooling. The unit shall have a 580CFM fan and have controls
independent of the cab system. The module system shall be controllable by a digital
thermostat located on the forward portion of the action area wall.

A 12VDC water pump shall be installed to increase the heating capacity and efficiency of
the system.

All added body and chassis electrical equipment shall be served by circuits separate and
distinct from the vehicle chassis circuits. All vehicle wiring shall be copper and conform
to all SAE J1128 requirements. The wiring shall be colored, numbered, or function-coded
every 3" for permanent identification and correspond with the wvehicle schematics.
Solderless, insulated connectors shall be used. Slotted Panduit wiring duct shall be used
in power component module to ensure air circulation throughout power component
wiring. The wiring shall be routed in conduit or looms and wiring shall be secured to the
underbody or frame with insulated metal cable straps. All power distribution cabling shall
be covered with a protective split loom. Where wiring passes over the exhaust, a heat
shield shall be installed. The power component module shall be equipped with positive
locking plugs to provide easy disconnect for remount or repair of body. All wiring
devices, switches, outlets, etc., except circuit breakers, shall be rated to carry 125% of the
maximum ampere load for which the circuit is protected.

OVERLOAD PROTECTION DEVICES

Body electrical wiring shall utilize overload protective devices of the automotive circuit
breaker type.

Rear stop/tail, turn and back-up lights shall be Truck-Lite Model 45 series LED lights,
stacked vertically on the rear of the module, outboard, pattern from top to bottom: red
stop/tail light, amber tumn light, and clear back-up light.

CALL TO ORDER:
Mayor Jim Talbot called the meeting to order at 6:12 p.m.

Budget Update

Keith Johnson, Assistant City Manager, reviewed the process for approving an amended City
Budget for fiscal year ending June 30, 2018, adopting the budget for the next fiscal year, approving
the certified tax rate and approving RDA US 89 and Station Park project area budgets. Keith
Johnson noted that the City Council previously approved a bond for the Regional Park that
will use the US 89 RDA for repayment. The Station Park RDA is almost paid off; it was a 20
year commitment that will be paid off 13 years ahead of schedule.

Keith Johnson said that the budget for fiscal year ending June 30, 2018 was updated with current
figures but does not differ significantly from the draft budget previously reviewed. He said that
City is conservative in estimating revenues and overestimates expenditures. He said that much
of the expense of the last few years is to “catch up” to the growth in the City. The City now
has additional fire engineers to ensure 24-hour coverage, additional police officers have been
hired, streets have been improved/expanded, parks have been added and a City Engineer was
hired. The City has been able to do this without a property tax increase. In the next fiscal year
the City will hire an Economic Development Director, additional Parks Maintenance
personnel, and a Recreation Coordinator. The new utility fee will be used for street projects
and ongoing maintenance. Keith Johnson reviewed the certified tax rate which is based on
real property values.

Legislative Update

Senator Stuart Adams thanked the Council and Mayor for their work in behalf of the City. He
stressed the importance of smart transportation planning as growth along the Wasatch Front
continues. He mentioned proposals for increased efficiencies and speed needed commuter rail.
He shared that the capital side of UTA will now be managed by UDOT which should streamline
services and planning efforts. Representative Tim Hawkes said that this was a good moment for
Northern Utah with a deep legislative bench and momentum toward regional economic
development.

Mayor Jim Talbot outlined the ways that the City has worked with UDOT to ensure that the EIS
was done properly and the efforts taken to maintain a good working relationship. The City



continues to work with UDOT to find an alternative location for the park that will be relocated.
Mayor Jim Talbot and the Councilmembers asked Senator Adams and Representative Hawkes
for support as the City continues to advocate for a City park that works for residents, a pedestrian
overpass, the Shephard Lane interchange and loss of conservation easements.

Assistant City Manager Keith Johnson presented the staff report. He noted that the fund balance
will be $2.2 million for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2018 and is projected to end at $1.4
million next year. He said that sales taxes are likely to stabilize and flatten out so budgeting has
been conservative. He reviewed the sales tax formula and said that the City receives 50% of the
sales tax collected and the other half goes to the state pool which is then distributed by
population. Farmington is now a “giver” in that formula rather than a “receiver.” He estimated
that for every new dollar in sales tax that is brought to the City, the City will only retain 60%.
The City should be selective about what projects it brings to the City.
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Keith Johnson stated that it was a good fiscal management for a city to balance revenue from
sales taxes and property taxes so that they are not overlay dependent on one or the other which
can fluctuate based on market conditions. In the next fiscal year the City will hire an
Economic Development Director, GIS intern, a Parks Maintenance employee and
Recreation Coordinator. There will not be a benefits increase to employees. Police and Fire
budgets have grown to accommodate City growth.

Mayor Jim Talbot opened the public hearing at 7:33 p.m.; with no one signed up to address
the Council on the issue, he immediately closed the public hearing.

Motion:

Brigham Mellor moved for the City Council to adopt the resolution amending the Annual
Budget for Fiscal Year ending June 30, 2018; adopt the Annual Budget for Fiscal Year ending
June 30, 2019, Compensation Schedule and the Property Tax rate of .001765.

Cory Ritz seconded the motion which was approved unanimously.

Plat Amendment - Mountainside Subdivision Plat "F" (located at approximately
423 Greystone Drive)

David Petersen presented the staff report. He noted that the applicant would like to combine two
lots in order to build an accessory building. They want to get rid of the property line so that the
building does not violate building code. David Peterson noted that no protests were received.

Mayor Jim Talbot opened the public hearing at 7:43 p.m.; with no one signed up to address
the Council on the issue, he immediately closed the public hearing.

Motion:

Brigham Mellor moved that the City Council approve the Mountainside Subdivision Plat " F"
Amendment as set forth herein, subject to all Farmington City ordinances and development
standards. Findings for approval 1-3. Rebecca Wayment seconded the motion which was
approved unanimously.

Findings for Approval:

1. Combining lots 313 and 314 of the Mountainside Subdivision Plat " F" will reduce
overall density of the subdivision by one lot.

2. The plat amendment is allowing the applicant the full use of the property within the
subdivision in a manner that has little to no impact on the surrounding neighborhood.

INTERLOCAL COOPERATION AGREEMEN'T

This Interlocal Cooperation Agreement (this “Agreement”) i1s made and entered into by and
between Davis County, a political subdivision of the state of Utah (the “County”), and Farmington City,
a municipal corporation of the state of Utah (the “City”). The County and the City may be collectively
referred to as the “Parties” herein or may be solely referred to as a “Party” herein.

Recitals

A. WHEREAS, the Parties, pursuant to the Utah Interlocal Cooperation Act, which is codified at
Title 11, Chapter 13, Utah Code Annotated (the “Act”), are authorized to enter into in this
Agreement;

B. WHEREAS, the County, through the 9-1-1 communications center (the “Center”) operated
by the Davis County Sheriff’s Office (“DCSO"), provides dispatch services within the limits
of Davis County;

C. WHEREAS, the City desires to benefit from the services of the County, DCSO, and the
Center as specified in this Agreement; and

D. WHEREAS, the County desires to permit the City to benefit from the services of the County,
DCSO, and the Center as specified in this Agreement.

NOW, for and in consideration of the mutual promises, obligations, and/or covenants contained

herein, and for other good and valuable consideration, the receipt, fairness, and sufficiency of which are

hereby acknowledged, and the Parties intending to be legally bound, the Parties do hereby mutually
agree as follows:

1. Services.

L. The County, through DCSO and the Center, shall provide dispatch services and
emergency dispatch services to the City for police, fire, and EMS services twenty-four
hours per day, seven days per week, three hundred and sixty-five days per year. These
services shall include dispatching appropriate response units to and from an incident,
acting as the central point of ordering and dispatching resources, and providing accurate
incident reports. These services will be dispatched over the radio, 2-tone paging system,
the Alpha-Numeric-Paging system, and the Station Pre-Alerting system.

1.2 The County, through DCSO and the Center, will utilize the UCA 800 MHz radio
system for all radio communications and will assign specific operations channel(s) (Ops)
to be used upon dispatch.

1.3. The County, through DCSO, the Center, and the current Spillman CAD system,
will maintain a record of all telephone and radio calls involving the City and record all
call times and radio transmissions on the appropriate Police, Fire, and EMS incident.

1.4. The County, through DCSO, shall provide contingency dispatch services and
planning in the event that there is a disruption of services at the Center.
1.5. The County, through DCSO and the Davis County Human Resources Department,

shall have and maintain the sole responsibility for the recruitment, employment, and
supervision of the employees assigned to the Center. If the City has any personnel
concerns regarding the Center, the City shall address such personnel concerns through the
following chain of command: (a) Center Shift Supervisor; (b) Assistant Center Manager;
(c¢) Center Manager; (d) Undersheriff; (e) Sheriff; (f) Human Resources Director; and
finally (g) County Commissioner.
2. Equipment.

2.1. All equipment located within the Center on or before June 30, 2017 is owned and
will continue to be owned by the County (the “County Equipment”™). As the owner of the
County Equipment, the County shall derive all profits (e.g. revenues from sale,
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replacement, or otherwise) and all losses (e.g. expenses due to maintenance, replacement,
or otherwise) regarding the County Equipment.

3z On or after July 1, 2017, all equipment utilized for Police, Fire, and EMS
dispatching is subject to the following:
20, Prior to dispatching equipment being connected to the County’s

dispatching system for use, the entity or entities responsible for such equipment
shall provide all requested records relating to the equipment to and obtain written
approval from the Davis County Information Systems Director, Utah
Communications Authority, the radio vendor (e.g. Motorola), and the County
representative responsible for the County’s radios;

222, Upon approval as required in Section 2.2.1, it shall be the sole obligation
and responsibility of the entity or entities responsible for the dispatching
equipment to adequately and reasonably maintain such equipment and be a party
to a valid maintenance agreement that covers the maintenance of such equipment;

223, Unless access to the dispatching equipment 1s necessary due to a bona-fide
emergency (e.g. the dispatching equipment fails in a manner that precludes
necessary dispatching services from being performed), the entity or entities
responsible for the dispatching equipment and/or their employees, agents,
contractors, or otherwise shall arrange access to the dispatching equipment with
the County, through DCSO and the Center, at least twenty-four (24) hours in
advance of the time they desire to gain access to the dispatching equipment. In
the event of a bona-fide emergency, as much notice as reasonably possible shall
be provided to the County, through DCSO and the Center, and, upon receiving

A. Purpose And Intent:

T

The purpose of this section is to promote the public welfare by maintaining the integrity and
continuity of the urban fabric and economic vitality; establish standards and an orderly and
predictable process for the demolition of buildings and structures in Farmington City; ensure that
demolitions occur safely; protect utilities and other infrastructure from damage during demolition;
provide for enforcement of timely completion of demolition and for improvement of property
following demolition to ensure the site is not detrimental to the use and enjoyment of surrounding
property; provide for enforcement and maintenance of property to avoid purposeful demolition by
neglect; and encourage preservation of the city's housing stock.

. A primary intent of Farmington City with respect to this section is to avoid demolition, or partial

demolition, of buildings in a manner that disrupts the character and development pattern of
established neighborhood and business areas. Accordingly, the city finds that it is in the public
interest to require existing buildings to be maintained in a habitable condition until replaced by
new construction, except as otherwise permitted by this code; avoid demolition of existing
structures until a complete building permit application is submitted for new construction, except
as otherwise provided in this section; and avoid creation of vacant demolition sites with minimal
or no landscaping or other improvements.

. To help achieve this purpose and intent, any demolition permit application for a demolition, or a

partial demolition, shall conform to standards for building permit applications contained in this
code; and provisions of the international building code related to demolitions, including, but not
limited to, the international residential code. After all the information required by this section is
received by the city, the community development department may consider an application for
demolition or partial demolition.

B. Permit Required: It is unlawful to demolish, or partially demolish, any building or structure in the
city, or cause the same to be demolished, without first obtaining a permit for demolition or partial
demolition of each such building or structure from the city building official as provided in this
section.

C. Application For Permit: To obtain a permit for demolition, or partial demolition, an applicant shall
pay all applicable fees and submit an application in writing on a form furnished by the building
official for that purpose. Each application shall:

1.

Identify and describe the type of work to be performed under the permit;

2. State the address of the structure or building to be demolished;

3. Describe the building or structure to be demolished;

4. ldentify the approximate date of commencement and completion of demolition;

5. Indicate if fences, barricades, scaffolds or other protections are required by any city code for the

demolition and, if so, their proposed location and compliance;

6. State whether fill material will be required to restore the site to level grade after demolition and, if

required, the approximate amount of fill material;

7. If the building or structure to be demolished contains any dwelling units;

8. State the proposed use of the premises following demolition. If new construction is proposed

following demolition, state the anticipated start date and whether any development applications
have been submitted to and/or approved by the City;

9. The permit shall be signed by the party or the party's authorized agent requesting the permit. A

signature on the permit application constitutes a certification by the signee that the information
contained in the application is true and correct;

10. The fee for a demolition permit application shall be as shown on the Farmington City

consolidated fee schedule;

11. An excavation permit must be obtained, if applicable, prior to issuance of a demolition permit.

(Ord. 2013-08, 4-16-2013)

D. Issuance Of Demolition Permit For A Main Building:

1. Except as otherwise provided in subsection D4 of this section, a demolition permit shall be

issued only upon compliance with subsections D2 and D3 of this section, if applicable, and if:

a. A complete building permit application to replace the building or structure proposed for

demolition has been submitted to the Community Development Department; and in the case
of a replacement building for a dwelling, the building permit must be issued and the City must
receive a cash, letter of credit, escrow, or property performance bond in a form acceptable to
the City equal in amount to the valuation, as determined by the building official, of the
replacement building, except for property bonds which must be at least equal in value to the
subject property including any existing on-site accessory buildings (but need not exceed the
value of the new building); or

. The building official or Fire Marshal orders immediate demolition due to an emergency as

provided in Uniform Code for the Abatement of Dangerous Buildings; or because the premises
have been damaged beyond repair because of a natural disaster, fire, or other similar event;
or

. The building official or Fire Marshal authorizes immediate demolition because clearing of land

is necessary to remove a nuisance as defined in Utah Code Annotated section 76-10-801 et
seq., or its successor. (Ord. 2017-26, 10-3-2017)

2. Unless a building permit has been issued for one or more new buildings or structures located on

the same site as the demolished building or structure, within thirty (30) days after demolition is
completed, landscaping shall be installed on the property according to the standards set forth in
chapter 7 of this title.

a. Timely and proper installation and maintenance of landscaping shall be assured by a bond

filed with the City.

b. Required landscaping shall remain in place and shall be maintained until new construction is

commenced on the subject property and may be removed to facilitate such construction.
Thereafter, replacement landscaping shall be installed as may be required by this Code.
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c. Notwithstanding the thirty (30) day requirement in this subsection D2, installation of
landscaping may be delayed due to weather conditions so long as landscaping is completed
within six (6) months after demolition and the property owner escrows funds sufficient to
assure installation of landscaping as determined by the Community Development Department.

. If the proposed demolition of the main building involves the demolition or partial demolition of

any historic resource, contributing structure or a structure located in a historic district or on the
Farmington City Landmarks Register, as provided in chapter 39, "Historic Buildings And Sites",
of this title, or its successor, subsection E of this section shall apply.

. Notwithstanding contrary provisions of this section, a demolition permit for a building or structure

may be issued if the Community Development Director certifies that the land on which the
building or structure is located:

a. (1) Is subject to a Master Plan that envisions redevelopment of the land unless removal of the
building or structure is inconsistent with the Master Plan;

(2) Is being assembled for redevelopment purposes; and

(3) Is part of a larger area being joined to create one or more larger parcels of developable
land in order to implement the Master Plan; or

b. If the demolition permit is for a dwelling that is not a multiple-family dwelling which:
(1) Is a nonconforming use as provided by relevant provisions of this title; or

(2) Is located on property for which an applicable Master Plan or the current zoning envisions
exclusive nonresidential use; and

c. If a building permit for new construction is not issued within eighteen (18) months after
demolition occurs pursuant to subsection G of this section, landscaping shall be installed as
provided in subsection D2 of this section.

E. Historic Resources: If the proposed demolition involves the demolition or partial demolition of any
historic resource, contributing structure, or a structure located in a district or on the Farmington
City landmarks register, as provided in chapter 39, "Historic Buildings And Sites", of this title, or its
successor, a demolition permit shall be issued only upon compliance with applicable provisions of
that chapter or its successor.

F. Demolition By Neglect: A property owner shall not neglect a building or structure to the point that
the building or structure fails to substantially conform to applicable standards of the State
Construction Code and section 11-39-070 of this title.

G. Expiration: Unless there is substantial action under a demolition permit within one hundred eighty
(180) days from the date of Zoning Administrator and/or building official approval, the permit shall
expire. Substantial action shall be demonstrated by obtaining a demolition permit and demolishing
the structure.
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H. Revocations: Any violation of a demolition permit, any conditions thereof, or any requirement of this
title, shall be grounds for the review and possible revocation of a demolition permit by the Zoning
Administrator and/or building official.

I. Appeal:

1. An appeal of an action or decision of the Zoning Administrator made in the administration of this
section shall be made to the City Council.

a. Such appeals must be taken within fifteen (15) days of the action or decision by filing a written
notice with the City Manager, specifying the grounds for appeal. Only those grounds specified
in the appeal shall be considered by the City Council.

b. An appeal stays all proceedings in furtherance of the action appealed from unless the Zoning
Administrator certifies to the City Council that, by reason of fact stated in the certificate, a stay
would cause imminent peril to life or property. In such cases, proceedings shall not be stayed
otherwise than by restraining order which may be granted by the appropriate appeal body or
by the District Court on application and notice and on due cause shown.

c. The City Council shall schedule a public hearing to hear the appeal. Notice of the hearing
shall be given at least fifteen (15) days prior to the hearing. Notice of the hearing shall be
made as required by law. The City Council may modify the order, requirement, decision or
determination appealed from and may make such determination as ought to be made and to
that end shall have all the powers of the Zoning Administrator. A concurring vote of a simple
majority of the total membership of the Council shall be necessary to act on the appeal.

d. Any person aggrieved by or affected by any decision of the City Council may have and
maintain a plenary action for relief therefrom in any court of competent jurisdiction; provided,
petition for such relief is presented to the court within thirty (30) days after the rendering of
such decision.

2. Any appeal of an action or decision of the building official made in administration of this section
shall be appealed as set forth in title 10, chapter 8 of this Code, and as set forth in the
International Building Code, including, but not limited to, the International Residential Code.

(LETTER OF CREDIT FORM)

THIS AGREEMENT is made by and between Lance and Lisa Drollinger
(hereinafter "Owner"), whose address is 450 South 100 FEast Farmington, Utah,

, and Farmington City, a municipal corporation of the State of Utah (hereinafter "City"), whose
address is 160 South Main, P.O. Box 160, Farmington, Utah, 84025-0160.

WHEREAS, Owner desires to demolish and replace existing home located within the City,
property is located at approximately 450 South 100 East, in Farmington City, and

WHEREAS, the City will not approve the demolition or issue a permit unless Owner
promised to install and warrant certain improvements as herein provided and security is provided for
that promise as set forth herein.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises contained herein, and for
other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby
acknowledged, the parties agree as follows:

1. Installation of Improvements. The Owner agrees to install all improvements
required by the City as specified in the bond estimate prepared by the City for Owner’s project which
is attached hereto as Exhibit "B", (the "Improvements"), precisely as shown on the plans,
specifications, and drawings previously reviewed and approved by the City in connection with the
above-described project, and in accordance with the standards and specifications established by the
City, within 9 _months from the date of this Agreement. Owner further agrees to pay the total cost
of obtaining and installing the Improvements, including the cost of acquiring easements.

.8 Dedication. Where dedication is required by the City, the Owner shall dedicate to the
City the areas shown on the subdivision or development plat as public streets and as public
easements, provided however, that Owner shall indemnify the City and its representatives from all
liability, claims, costs, and expenses of every nature, including attorneys fees which may be incurred
by the City in connection with such public streets and public easements until the same are accepted
by the City following installation and final inspection of all of the Improvements and approval
thereof by the City.

Ji Letter of Credit. Owner hereby delivers to the City an irrevocable, standby letter of
credit in the total amount of $250,000, which is attached hereto as Exhibit "A" (the "Credit"). The
City may draw upon the Credit to its order as provided in Paragraph 4. The Owner hereby stipulates
that the funds of the Credit are not subject to any adverse claim, resulting trust, lien, or set-off. The
time period specified in the Credit shall not exceed the time period specified in Paragraph 1
above by at least twelve months.

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4. Drafts by City. The City may draw upon the Credit only if, (1) the Improvements are
not completed as required by this Agreement within the time period specified in Paragraph 1 above,
or if (2) the Improvements are not installed strictly in accordance with Paragraph 1 above, or
maintained during the warranty period provided in Paragraph 24 of this agreement and written notice
of the deficiency has been given to the Owner, who has failed to remedy the deficiency within 10
days after the notice is sent. In either of these events, the City may draw under the Credit both (1)
those amounts necessary to either complete the Improvements as required herein or alter or repair the
Improvements to conform to the requirements hereof, and (2) an additional 15% of all other amounts
withdrawn to compensate the City for any administrative, engineering, legal procurement, or other
services incident to completion of the improvements. The City may draw upon the Credit by one or
more sight drafts signed by the Mayor in the form attached as Exhibit "C", or by other instrument
appropriate to the purpose. The parties hereby stipulate that the form of the appended sight draft is
in all respects sufficient and without objection for the purpose of drawing upon the Credit.

5. Release. Upon final inspection and acceptance of all of the Improvements by the
City, the City may authorize release of the Credit. City to release 50% after footing & foundation
inspection and the other 50% after 4-way inspection is complete.

6. Non-Release of Owner’s Obligations. It is understood and agreed between the
parties that delivery of the Credit as herein provided, and any draft(s) upon the Credit by the City
shall not constitute a waiver or estoppel against the City and shall not release or relieve the Owner
from its obligation to install and fully pay for the Improvements as required in Paragraph 1 above,
and the right of the City to draw upon the Credit shall not affect any rights and remedies of the City
against the Owner for breach of any covenant herein, including the covenants of Paragraph 1 of this
Agreement. Further, the Owner agrees that if the City draws upon the Credit and performs or causes
to be performed the installation required of the Owner hereunder, then any and all costs incurred by
the City in so doing which are not collected by the City pursuant to the Credit shall be paid by the
Owner, including administrative, engineering, legal, and procurement fees and costs.

T Connection and Maintenance. Upon performance by Owner of all obligations set
forth in this Agreement and compliance with all applicable ordinances, resolutions, rules, and
regulations of the City, whether now or hereafter in force, including payment of all connection,
review, and inspection fees, the City shall permit the Owner to connect the Improvements covered
under this agreement to the City's systems and shall thereafter utilize and maintain such
Improvements to the extent and in the manner now or hereafter provided in the City's regulations.

8. Inspection. The Improvements, their installation, and all other work performed by
the Owner or its agents pursuant to this Agreement shall be inspected at such times as the City may
reasonably require and prior to closing any trench containing such Improvements. The City shall
have a reasonable time of not less than 24 hours after notice in which to send its representatives to
inspect the Improvements. Any required connection and impact fees shall be paid by the Owner
prior to such inspection. In addition, all inspection fees required by ordinances and resolutions of the
City shall be paid to the City by the Owner prior to inspection.

9. Ownership. Any Improvements covered herein shall become the property of the City
upon final inspection and approval of the Improvements by the City and the Owner shall thereafter
advance no claim or right of ownership, possession, or control of the Improvements.

10.  As-Built Drawings. The Owner shall furnish to the City, upon completion of the
Improvements, drawings showing the Improvements, actual location of water and sewer laterals
including survey references, and any related structures or materials as such have actually been
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constructed by the Owner. The City shall not be obligated to release the Credit until drawings have
been provided to the City.

11. Amendment. Any amendment, modification, termination, or rescission (other than
by operation of law) which affects this Agreement shall be made in writing, signed by the parties,
and attached hereto.

12. Successors. No party shall assign or transfer any rights under this Agreement without
the prior written consent of the other first obtained, which consent shall not be unreasonably
withheld. When validly assigned or transferred, this Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to
the benefit of the legal representatives, successors and assigns of the parties hereto.

13. Notices. Any notice required or desired to be given hereunder shall be deemed
sufficient if sent by certified mail, postage prepaid, addressed to the respective parties at the
addresses shown in the preamble.,

14,  Severability. Should any portion of this Agreement for any reason be declared
invalid or unenforceable, the invalidity or unenforceability of such portion shall not affect the
validity of any of the remaining portions and the same shall be deemed in full force and effect as if
this Agreement had been executed with the invalid portions eliminated.

15. Governing Law. This Agreement and the performance hereunder shall be governed
by the laws of the State of Utah.

16.  Counterparts. The fact that the parties hereto execute multiple but identical
counterparts of this Agreement shall not affect the validity or efficacy of their execution, and such
counterparts, taken together, shall constitute one and the same instrument, and each such counterpart
shall be deemed an original.

17.  Waiver. No waiver of any of the provisions of this Agreement shall operate as a
waiver of any other provision, regardless of any similarity that may exist between such provisions,
nor shall a waiver in one instance operate as a waiver in any future event. No waiver shall be
binding unless executed in writing by the waiving party.

18.  Captions. The captions preceding the paragraphs of this Agreement are for
convenience only and shall not affect the interpretation of any provision herein.

19.  Integration. This Agreement, together with its exhibits and the approved plans and
specifications referred to, contains the entire and integrated agreement of the parties as of its date,
and no prior or contemporaneous promises, representations, warranties, inducements, or
understandings between the parties pertaining to the subject matter hereof which are not contained
herein shall be of any force or effect.

20.  Attorney's Fees. In the event either party hereto defaults in any of the covenants or
agreements contained herein, the defaulting party shall pay all costs and expenses, including a
reasonable attorney's fee, incurred by the other party in enforcing its rights hereunder whether
incurred through litigation or otherwise.

21.  Other Bonds. This Agreement and the Credit do not alter the obligation of Owner to
provide other bonds under applicable ordinances or rules of any other governmental entity having
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jurisdiction over the Owner. The furnishing of security in compliance with the requirements of the
ordinances or rules of other jurisdictions shall not adversely affect the ability of the City to draw on
the Credit as provided herein.

22.  Time of Essence. The parties agree that time is of the essence in the performance of
all duties herein.

23. Exhibits. Any exhibit(s) to this Agreement are incorporated herein by this reference,
and failure to attach any such exhibit shall not affect the validity of this Agreement or of such
exhibit.

The Owner shall thereupon immediately make any
repairs or corrections required by this Paragraph. For purposes of this Paragraph, "Warranty Period"
means the one-year period beginning on the date on which the Improvements are certified complete
by the City.

Additional Narrative:

Emergent response times averaged 6 minutes for EMS incidents and 7 minutes for
Fire incidents. Several calls involved extrication rescue operations, structure fire
responses and Kaysville’s “Top Stop” gas station incident. Three calls during the
month resulted in “no-staffing” or “short-staffing” of apparatus (on-duty crew
attending to other calls and/or part-time staffing not available due to lack of
availability). 54 % of all Ambulance calls resulted in transporting patients to local
hospitals. Collections of Ambulance & Transport revenues continue with little
predictability due to collection & mandated billing variables. FFD participated with
local church groups in emergency preparedness drills. These dfrills encompassed
both natural disaster and man-made disasters. Animal care teams was also
implemented for the first time during these evolutions. FFD completed training of
new part-time personnel without any dropouts. These new hires have completed a
50-hour in-house training program to ensure they are ready to meet FFD
performance expectations. FFD is still in the process of trying fill a part-time Fire
Marshall position with little success. Although we have interviewed several
candidates, there seems to be a serious lack of job-related experience we are
looking for. This includes actual hands-on plan review experience. As stated in last
month’s report, Todd Smith will continue cover Fire Marshal duties until a qualified
candidate is awarded the position. Once again, FFD addressed several unexpected
repair and service items that will impact our final budget status for FY2018.

Department training encompassed a variety of Fire & EMS topics to include: Rapid
Intervention Training, Traumatic Brain Injury — Combat Related, Breaching Walls,
Care of Bariatric Patients, Elevator Rescue Operations, Fire Officer 1 Certification
Training, HazMat IQ Training, Mass Casualty Incident Training with Hill Air Force
Base (in preparation for the upcoming airshow), Regional Utah Search and Rescue
Training, and finally vehicle extrication training. FFD also completed a
comprehensive physical agility testing process designed to standardize physical
performance expectations of all operations personnel. This process involved
reevaluating traditional testing methodology and creating a safer process that
reduces injury and/or death of participants completing a vigorous series of fire-
combat evolutions. This new testing process is being implemented in June.

On a soft note, FFD was able to utilize new device intended for resuscitating pet
animals. Usually, after addressing human rescue and property conservation during
fires, the fire department makes a reasonable effort to resuscitate pets overcome by
smoke. FFD had just placed into service two pet resuscitation kits (donated by KCI
Medical) when an emotional / panicked mother and child stopped by the fire station
with their pet. Their pet “rat” was suffering severe respiratory distress and was
lethargic. The local veterinarian was not available and recommended they go to the
local fire station instead. To cut a long story short, FFD was successful in helping



stabilize this little treasured pet. Although rescuing pet rats is far from our primary
mission, the Fire department staff provided excellent customer service and
reinforced why Farmington City is the best place to live — we truly care about our
customers (regardless of pet preferences).

Additional training with Hill Air Force Base (in preparation for the
upcoming airshow June 21-23). All Fire Departments throughout Davis County assist
HAFB with Fire & EMS support every other year. This helps ensure adequate
resources are deployable in the event of an accidental or intentional Mass Casualty
Incident (MCl). FFD also initiated its new Non-destructive Physical Agility Testing (N-
P.A.T) process throughout the shifts and should see completion in July. FFD also
secured a lightly used Hummer with Tactical Shell and MCI Trailer (15K Value)
through an FEPP grant. This multi-use equipment shall be painted & placed into
service for Public Education, Wildland Support, and MCl Operations.

Once again FFD aided in hosting the Annual Safe Kids Safety Fair at the Legacy
Events Center. This event was very successful with multiple public safety agencies in
attendance. FFD would like to recognize our PD and Rec. Department for their
participation! On a tragic note, FFD lost one of its retired members (Hal H.
Manning) to ongoing illness and assisted with protocol funeral honors. Firefighter /
Engineer Hal served the Farmington community for 35 years and retired in 2009.
